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FOREWORD 

This is the 4th Machakos County Annual Development Plan 

(CADP) under the County Integrated Development Plan (CIDP) 

2018-2022. Preparation of this plan is in line with the 

requirements of Section 126 of the Public Finance Management 

Act 2012 and Article 220 (2) of the Constitution of Kenya.  

The Annual Development Plan (2021-2022) is a one-year plan 

derived from the current County Integrated Development Plan 

(CIDP) 2018-2022. The plan covers a broad range of social and economic development issues. 

These include the UN Sustainable Development Goals, the Kenya Vision 2030 and its Medium-

Term Plan (MTP) III, the Big Four Agenda and the Governor’s manifesto 2017-2022. 

The plan was prepared through a multi-sector stakeholder participatory process and involved data 

collection from the County Government departments and other stakeholders.  Community views 

were incorporated into this plan through the Public Participation forums. The plan aims at 

allocating more resources to infrastructure improvement with an aim of stimulating the general 

economic performance while addressing the real issues that affect the lives of the county residents 

and at the same time promoting sustainable and inclusive growth. 

Special thanks goes to residents of Machakos County for their enthusiasm and continued 

involvement in the implementation of the current and previous development plans and to all those 

who took part in developing this plan amidst the challenges of the COVID-19 pandemic. 
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CHAPTER ONE 

1.1 Machakos County Overview 

Machakos County is one of the 47 counties in Kenya with a population of 1,421,932 according to  

the 2019 Kenya Population and Housing Survey. It covers an area of 6,208.2 Km² with 

approximately 3,720 Km2 arable land. It is largely inhabited by the Akamba community with most 

of the major towns being cosmopolitan. The largest town is Machakos which is also the 

headquarters of the County. 

 

The County lies between latitudes 0º45´South and 1º31´South and longitudes 36º45´East and 

37º45´East. It borders Embu, Muranga, Kiambu and Kirinyaga counties to the North, Nairobi and 

Kajiado counties to the West, Kitui County to the East and Makueni County to the South. It lies 

within the greater Nairobi metropolitan consisting of 5 counties including Nairobi, Kiambu, 

Murang’a and Kajiado as shown in figure 1 below.

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The County physical and topographical features include hills rising between 1800 – 2100m above 

sea level and Yatta plateau, which is elevated to about 1700m above sea level and slopes to the 

South East. The beautiful hilly scenery is perfect for tourist related activities such as camping, 

hiking safaris, ecotourism and cultural tourism, dance and music festivals among others. It has 

well rounded hospitality industry and it banks on domestic, conferencing and sports tourism. 

Agriculture, trade, industry and mining are the main economic activities in the County. Agriculture 

and trading activities are carried out in most sub-counties. The county is counting on projects such 

as Konza Technological City, new Machakos City, good infrastructure development and it being 

within the Nairobi metropolitan region to boost output in the local economy. 

The County has good road network connecting in all the sub counties. Major roads include;  

Nairobi - Mombasa road, Machakos - Kitui road, Machakos – Wote road, Namanga - Arusha road, 

Thika-Garissa road and Nairobi- Kangundo road. The standard gauge railway (SGR) and the metre 

gauge railway (MGR) transverse the County. The County also borders the Jomo Kenyatta 

International Airport. The mobile network coverage and internet connection is reliable in most 

areas. Administratively the County is divided into 9 sub-counties, that is; Kangundo, Kathiani, 

Machakos, Kalama, Masinga, Matungulu, Mavoko, Mwala and Yatta. These nine sub-counties are 

further sub-divided into forty wards, twenty two divisions, seventy five locations and two hundred 

and thirty nine sub-locations as show in table 1 below.

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1.2 Legal basis for preparation of the Annual Development Plan  

The preparation of this plan was done in line with the laid down guidelines and within the legal 

framework as provided in the Constitution of Kenya 2010, County Government Act 2012 and 

Public Finance Management Act 2012. 

Part XI of the County Governments Act, 2012 requires County Governments to prepare 

Development Plans which include County Spatial Plans, Sector Plans, County Integrated 

Development Plan (CIDP), and cities and urban areas plans. To implement the CIDP, the Public 

Finance Management Act 2012, section 126 requires that County Governments prepare the Annual 

Development Plans. These plans form the basis for all budgeting and spending in the County and 

no public funds should be appropriated without a planning framework developed by the County 

Executive and approved by the County Assembly.  

1.3 Linkage of the Annual Development Plan (ADP) with County Integrated Development 

Plan (CIDP) and other Development Plans 

The Annual Development Plan (ADP) 2021-2022 has been developed taking into account the 

provisions and aspirations of other national and international development plans. Specifically, the 

ADP has linkages with CIDP 2018-2022, the Kenya Vision 2030, and it’s Medium Term Plan III, 

the Constitution of Kenya 2010 and related legislations including the County Government Act 

2012 and the Public Finance Management Act 2012. The plan has also been informed by the UN 

Sustainable Development Goals 2015 and the County development goals as envisioned in the 

Governor’s manifesto 2017 – 2022.  

The County Integrated Development Plan (CIDP) identifies specific projects and programmes 

for implementation over the five year period while this Development Plan is prepared to implement 

projects and programmes in the 2021-2022 Financial Year as identified in the CIDP.   

1.4 Preparation Process of the Annual Development Plan 

The preparation process was through consultative engagement with all County sectors, 

departments, the public and all relevant stakeholders. Data collection was conducted through 

public participation and stakeholders’ forums. Internal and external stakeholders’ forums were 

conducted at sector level and inputs from various stakeholders were collated and taken into 
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consideration. Internal stakeholders comprised of representatives from the national government 

ministries, agencies and other public institutions while external stakeholders’ forums were 

composed of among others, representatives from civil society organizations, non-governmental 

organizations, religious organizations, minority groups, persons with disabilities and private 

investors. 

The voice of the people of Machakos in the ADP 2021-2022 development was captured in all the 

40 wards and targeted the needs of the citizens at village level. The views and memoranda 

submissions from internal and external stakeholders, public participation and priority projects in 

the Governor’s Manifesto were then compiled, analyzed and prioritized to form the ADP 2021-

2022. The document is presented to the Cabinet for adoption and forwarded to the County 

Assembly for approval. 

CHAPTER TWO 

2.1 Introduction 

This chapter gives an overview of the implementation of 2019-2020 Annual Development Plan. 

These achievements by the County Government are based on the implementing sector and overall 

challenges faced as the lessons learnt.

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2.2 Overview of Development Achievements in the  2019-2020 Annual Development Plan  

2.2.1 Agriculture and Co-operative Development 

The sector is composed of the Directorates of Crops, Livestock, Veterinary services, Fisheries and 

Co-operative Development. It aims at improving livelihoods of Machakos County residents and 

ensuring food security and nutrition by promoting innovative and competitive production through 

creation of an enabling environment and ensuring sustainable natural resource management. It also 

provides leadership and participatory involvement in co-operative societies that fosters economies 

of scope and scale, increase bargaining power of 

their members thereby providing them with 

higher incomes and social protection. 

In the financial year 2019-2020, the County 

strived to enhance food security and by extension 

improve the livelihoods of the residents by 

implementing various initiatives. Some of the 

key achievements are listed below. 

1 Enhanced productivity and climate change 

resilience through Kenya Cereal Enhancement Program-Climate Resilience and 

Livelihood. 7,753 farmers from Yatta, Mwala and Masinga benefitted from inputs 

2 Increased land under cultivation by ploughing 497 acres of land through the county tractor 

ploughing program. Therefore reaching 496 farmers. 

3 Increased crop yield through distribution of 60,000 of free certified beans and green grams 

seeds in addition to 20,000 fruit seedlings. 

 

Cattle vaccination against FMD in Mua 
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4  Improved crop productivity by distributing 10,473 bags of subsidized fertilizer to farmers 

across the county through Tala, Machakos and Kithimani depots 

5 Improved and increased livestock breeding by distribution of 29,932 indigenous breeding 

chicks to farmers 

6 Trained farmers on pasture and fodder production and distributed 1,343 tonnes of pasture 

and fodder seeds to farmers.  

7 Reduced livestock disease prevalence by freely vaccinating 110,455 animals  

8 Enhanced resilience to climate change risks through Kenya Climate Smart Agriculture 

project by establishing Kitambaasya dam and kilaatu water pan in partnership with World 

Bank 

9 Increased fish production by distributing 93,160 fingerlings 

 

Free seed distribution in Mwala 
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Energy, Infrastructure and ICT 

This sector comprises of Energy, Roads, Public Works and ICT sub-sectors. The sector provides 

linkages to other sectors as it is made of economic enablers that are critical in bringing socio-

economic transformations to attain the county agenda and in turn the big four agenda. The vision 

of the County is to provide cost effective, modernized world class infrastructure facilities and 

services to support economic growth. For this reason, the County has since inception of devolution 

invested in various projects including opening up of access roads, rehabilitation and maintenance 

of existing ones and upgrading of others to bitumen standards, lighting of streets and markets. Key 

Sector Development Achievements in Financial Year 2019-2020 are outlined below per sub sector 

 

Fish Harvesting in ATC Machakos 
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1. Roads and Transport sub-sector 

Improved accessibility across the county by constructing 5.24kms of bituminous roads, 

grading 1,694 Kms, gravelling 211Kms, installing 840 gabions, constructing 768m drifts 

and 1,076m culverts. 

 

2. Public works sub sector 

Improved service delivery and working environment by constructing office of the 

Governor “white House”, Machakos conference facility, Governnment office in Matuu. 

 

3. ICT sub-sector 

Enhanced internet coverage across the County by installing NOFBI internet at the HQ and 

Machakos Level 5 Hospital  
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2.2.2 Health and` Emergency Services 

Machakos County Covid 19 mass testing and isolation centre, Kenyatta stadium 

This sector plays a vital role in maintaining a healthy population that is useful in helping the 

County realize her agenda. Some of the key developments that have been implemented to improve 

access to and provision of quality healthcare services within the county include ongoing 

construction of 40 community hospitals, face lifting of primary health care facilities, strengthening 

of the referral system through purchasing of 70 ambulances and massive recruitment of health 

workers across the county. 
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The Universal Health Care being one of the country’s big four agenda cannot be overemphasized. 

It has helped lessen the burden of health care expenses from the people. In the last financial year, 

the County recorded a great increase in accessibility of health care with over 85% of the household 

registered to the UHC programme. Some of the achievements made in this sector in financial year 

2019-2020 include: 

1. Stoping the spread of Covid-19. Health workers have been the frontline soldiers fighting 

against COVID-19. The sector also constructed isolation wards in Machakos central, 

Katani and Kangundo. A critical care unit for Covid-19 patients was established at level 5 

hospital, Machakos.  In addition, they set aside a mass testing and isolation centre at 

Kenyatta stadium.  

2. Increased access to health services in community health through construction and 

upgrading of community hospitals countywide 

 

2.2.3 Public Administration 

This sector is made up of the Office of the Governor, County Executive Committee, County Public 

Service Board, County Assembly, County Decentralized Units, Forensics and Inspectorate 

Services, County Law Office, County Image, Economic Planning, County Treasury and Revenue 

Collection sub-sectors.  

Office of The Machakos Governor’s “White House” 
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Major achievements in the various sub sectors are as outlined below; 

Economic Planning Sub-Sector 

Economic Planning sub-sector in particular made some strides in financial year 2019-2020 among 

them:  

1. Developed the County Annual Development Plan for 2020/21 (C-ADP), procured 

Monitoring & Evaluation system, prepared County Quarterly Progress Reports and the 

County Annual Progress Report for Financial year 2019-2020; 

2. Improved household livelihoods by externally mobilizing Ksh 29 millions worth of 

Medical Equipment Supplies and food stuffs to assist in fighting Covid-19 social economic 

negative effects, 6,189 vulnerable households were reached. 

3. Measured the impact produced by the County interventions since 2013. The Department 

undertook Devolution Impact Assessment Survey 2019 and established that the County 

Government policies, programmes and projects have been one of the causes of changes in 

the County. 

Reaching vulnerable households in Athi River during Covid-19 pandemic 
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4. Co-ordinated Capacity building of County Technical Officers on Policy Making process, 

Progress reporting and Project Proposal writing.  

County Treasury   

5. Developed County Fiscal Strategic Paper 2020, County Budget Review Outlook Paper and 

County Budget 2020/21. In addition, they prepared monthly, quarterly and annual financial 

reports for the FY 2019-2020 

County Image 

6. Beautified Machakos County highways i.e Mombasa, Machakos-Kyumbi, Machakos-Kitui 

& Makutano ma Mwala- Kithimani roads. Installed gantries at Kola, Joska and Kitengela 

to mark border points. They also maintained highway recreation & rest centres and cleared 

bushes along highways making Machakos the place to be. 

 

Public Service and Quality Management  

7. Enabled training of 1,858 county officers on different course from different institutions; 

 

8. Enhanced service delivery by conducting Signing of performance contracts by County 

Executive Committee Member (CECM), Chief Officers (CO), Directors and Head of 

units and pefomance appraisals by other staff; 

 

9. Increased staff productivity, boost morale and helped shaping a positive working culture 

by operationalizing 3 staff medical benefit schemes. Healthy people are able to achieve 

much more in their time at work, and are less prone to burnout in the workstation. 
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2.2.4 Education, Youth and Social Welfare 

The sector comprises of Education, Youth, Sports, Culture and Social Welfare sub-sectors. The 

sector strives to provide inclusive and equitable quality education for all; development of youth 

through sports and talent-related activities; social support and safeguarding cultural heritage.  

The young population is the future of this County as it forms more than 60 percent of the county’s 

total population. This sector comes in handy as it touches more on the welfare of the young people. 
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The sector has achieved good progress in the implementation of the FY 2019/2020 Annual 

Development Plan. The achievements per sub sector is as follows; 

Education  

1. Improved children social skills through establishing 96 ECDE classes county wide. 

2. Improved hands-on skills and expertise require in many business sectors through 

contruction and rehabilitation of VTCs 

Social welfare 

3. Empowered women, self help groups and People with Disabilities (PWDs) by holding 49 

training sessions, reaching 2.772 community groups. They also empowered 2,000 widows 

through a training. 

4. Cared and protected 703 elderly persons by providing them with blankets and foodstuffs; 

visited 21 elderly persons and assisted 2 others to return home; and, trained 25 elderly 

persons on group formation and introduced them to the cash transfer processes.  

5. Cared and protected orphans and vulnerable children by distributing foodstuffs, beddings, 

sanitary towels and panties to 545 girls in needy primary schools; 21 registered children’s 

home received stationery; 10 Children’s homes received foodstuffs and sanitizers in fight 

aginst Covid-19 socio- economic effects 

6. Care and protection for Persons with Disabilities by providing foodstuffs, assistive devices 

and NHIF payment to 4 families with 6 PWDs 

Youth 

7. Improved youth social skills, behavior, increased academic achievement, increased self-

esteem and increased self-efficacy through youth empowerment conference. 

8. Enhanced sporting environment by supporting 7 teams with sporting equipment and 

uniform 
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2.2.6 Land, Environment and Natural Resources 

This sector is tasked with enhancing sustainable use of land and natural resources and conservation 

of environment. It is imperative for the County’s socio-economic development and aims at 

improving livelihoods through efficient administration, equitable access, secure tenure and 

sustainable management of land, environment and natural resources.  

Sector Development Achievements in Financial Year 2019-2020 

Land & Physical Planning sub-sector 

1. Issued 2,000 land title deeds to the public in Masinga, Kathiani, Yatta and Kalama wards 

2. Increased forest cover by planting 192,000 tree seedlings in partnership with stakeholders 

2.2.7 Water and Irrigation 

To improve access to clean and safe water for both domestic and industrial use has been a concern 

that has since been addressed. The sector has achieved this through implementing comprehensive 

water programmes that entail drilling/rehabilitating of boreholes, constructing of water dams/pans 

and weirs, and reticulating to households. The average distance to the nearest water source has 

greatly reduced from 6km to 0.5 km over time. 

Some of the sector’s key achievements in Financial Year 2019-2020 are as listed below 

1 Increased access to underground water by drilling 10 boreholes and reticulated water to 

households  

 

2.2.8 Commercial, Tourism and Labour Affairs 

This sector comprises of the Trade, Industrialization, Investment, Tourism and Labour Affairs sub-

sectors. 

The County has been working tirelessly towards establishing a sustainable, conducive and vibrant 

business and investment environment. The World Bank ranked it position 3 in ‘ease of doing 

business’ (World Bank Report 2016); this was due to the county’s capacity, competitiveness and 

strategic location that has attracted establishment of several investments, as a result increasing 

wealth and job opportunities.  
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Sector Development Achievements in Financial Year 2019-2020 

Trade sub-sector       

1 Increased access to market by completing the construction of modern market sheds in 

Wamunyu, Kathiani, Kibauni and Ndithini. The department also fenced 2 livestock 

markets  

2 Provided a decent working environment by constructing a perimeter wall on Athi River 

market; constructing boda boda sheds in 5 wards; repaired and rebranded existing boda 

boda sheds. 

Tourism sub-sector 

3 Developed talents by holding events for the community to showcase their gifts and 

conducted artfest training forum to enhance creativity in the County. Increased Film 

awareness through Machakosfest, 80 locally produced films were submitted during the 

festival 

 

2.3 Challenges Experienced During Implementation of the Previous Annual Development 

Plan (ADP) 

Implementation of the 2019-2020 ADP was largely successful, although there were some few 

issues that affected its smooth implementation. They include but not limited to: 

1. COVID-19 global pandemic interrupted most of the 3rd and 4th quarters programmes as 

funds for some programmes were reallocated to fight the pandemic; 

2. Inadequate budgetary allocation for development programmes; 

3. Late disbursement of funds from national government;  

4. Adverse weather conditions. These include heavy rainfall and flooding that has led to low 

agricultural production, increased post-harvest losses and destruction of roads;  

5. Non-integrated Monitoring & Evaluation  of the programmes; 

6. Locusts invasion led to reallocation of funds earmarked for implementation of planned 

programmes; 

7. Vandalism of community completed projects that has rendered some projects non-

functional; 

8. Policy on payment of pending bills affected implementation of some planned programmes; 

9. Loss of staff due to natural attrition and retirement. 
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2.4 Lessons Learnt and Recommendations 

The lessons learnt were: 

1. There is need to increase mobilization of resources internally and externally from 

Development Partners to bridge the development budget gap; 

2. Collaboration with Development Partners and government departments to enhance 

services delivery; 

3. Collective emphasis on the importance of Public Participation in planning and 

implementation of county progerammes for success of community projects; 

4. The county needs early warning systems for emerging crises including climatic change or 

pandemics. 

2.4.1 Recommendations  
 

1. The county needs to mobilize resources to bridge the resources gap. The department 

recommends guidance of Development Partners to make use of the County Planning 

documents (CIDP and ADP) to inform programming in various areas of their interest; 

2. A deliberate coordination framework for all stakeholders in the county and all sectors be 

put in place including an integrated Monitoring and Evaluation of projects/programmes; 

3. Collaboration with Development Partners and relevant government departments enhances 

services delivery;   

4. Collaborate with the National Government for timely disbursement of funds; 

5. Improved budgetary allocation from the county and sourcing of external funding; 

6. Cultivate project ownership with the community through civic education; 

7. Employ key staff to replace those retiring or those who get transferred; 

8. When doing our day to day business, the County should perform frequent hand hygiene. 

This includes either washing hands with soap and water or with an alcohol based hand rub; 

refrain from touching mouth, nose and eyes; and, wear face masks covering the mouth and 

nose following the best practices.

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3.1.6 Land, Environment and Natural Resources 

This sector is tasked with enhancing sustainable use of land and natural resources and conservation 

of environment. It is imperative for the County’s socio-economic development and aims at 

improving livelihoods through efficient administration, equitable access, secure tenure and 

sustainable management of land, environment and natural resources.  

The County has significantly addressed the issues of landlessness that are prevalent in urban areas 

due to high population and urbanization through issuing of title deeds. The sector was able to 

enforce compliance against pollution of environment and tree planting in order to promote forest 

cover.  

The sector also reported notable achievements under the Kenya Urban Support Program. These 

include purchasing of bins, 6 skip loaders and 3 compacting trucks for waste management and 

96% street lighting in the three municipalities. Other sector achievements are indicated in the table 

below.
