Notes on the Kitui CIDP 2023 - 2027 Conceptual Framework 

The CIDP 2023 – 2027 has taken in to consideration the 16 priority areas/ sectors as per H.E., 

the Governor’s manifesto / The Kitui Promise. These include: 

1.  Agriculture: Intensive extension of agricultural services; water pans machinery and support 

to farmers; two well maintained and managed farm tractors for each ward and regular training 

of farmers on modern farming and agribusiness and establishment of viable livestock trade 

centers in each ward. 

2. Water; 60 sand dams in every ward (2,400 for the entire county); - 1 mega dam in 

each sub county; 2 large dams in each ward; 1 medium dam in each village and Boreholes in 

strategic points in each ward/Village.  

3. Health: Teaching and referral hospital in Kitui and Mwingi, Level (iv) hospital in each 

sub county, Level (iii) hospital in each ward, Level (ii) hospital in each village, Modern 

maternity in each level (ii) and (iii) hospitals and an ambulance in each ward 

4. Education: Construction of modern ECDE classrooms in every public primary school, 

collaboration with national government to improve primary and secondary schools’ 

infrastructure; install WI-FI in every youth polytechnic.  

5. Urban Development: Re-installation and maintenance of street lights in urban centers; 

installation of solar security lights in each wards headquarter, small and upcoming trading 

centers, Establishment of refuse collection and re-cycling centers and improving water and 

sanitation services in each sub-county headquarter and municipalities (solid waste 

management, water connectivity.) 

6. Roads and Construction: tarmacking and or slabbing of Kitui town- Museve- 

Miambani –Ndithini- Kiviu-Kamandio- Ikoo -Mwanzilu-Nzeluni- Mumbuni- Kalisasito 

Mwingi town road; tarmacking of main streets in ward headquarters and key towns; Slabbing, 

culverting of other prioritized county roads (Ndithini- Malili- Mikuyuni and branching to 

Mutito-Mui-Nuu),  Grading and improvement of security enhancing roads , Mutha to Kona 

kaliti, Ukasi-Sosoma –Engamba, Kandolongwe, Kwa Kamuru (Ngalange)- Kaningo –Kora and 

George Adamson bridge, Kwa-Vonza- Mwakini-Kanyonyoo B2 ranch etc), grading and 

putting murram 50 kms per year of county roads in each ward and acquisition and maintenance 

of road construction machineries for each sub county (dozers, graders, excavators, shovels, 

rollers, backhoes) 

7. Trade and Investments: operationalization and marketing of the county’s six 

Economic and Investment Zones (EIZs), organize One Investor Conference within the first 18 

months, reinstate and organize an agricultural and trade fair every year, ensuring safe and 

environmental friendly operations at the crusher, establishing annual livestock auction markets 

in each sub county and construction of a storage facility in each modern market 

8. Micro Small and Medium Enterprises: installation and maintenance of infrastructure 

to facilitate 24 hour economic activities (e.g. access roads, water and sanitation facilities, street 

lighting, enhance security, merchandise storage facilities, well lit merchandise loading and 
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offloading bays, convenient bodaboda, taxi and vehicle parking facilities, etc.); facilitation and 

support in the acquisition of modern working equipment (e.g. fabricated kiosks, computerized 

wheel alignment, hair dressing machines, shavers, carpentry and masonry tools, concrete 

mixers) and  capacity building on entrepreneurial and business skills (innovation, production, 

marketing, packaging, branding, distribution, human resource and financial management, 

Information Communication Technologies, customer relations etc.) 

9. Cooperative Societies: facilitate registration of cooperatives per sector (honey 

producers, tailoring and garment making, hide and skins, charcoal producers etc.); training and 

strengthening of cooperative societies through enforcing self-regulations in the internal 

operations, administrative guidelines and application of information technology (internal audits 

and automation of the operations) and support for and revival of dormant cooperatives through 

partnerships and capacity building in management, access to finance, production and marketing 

(honey processing, fruit processing etc.) 

10. Tourism and Hospitality: Refinement and marketing of a robust and sustainable 

tourism circuit connecting Kitui county with coastal region and Mount Kenya region; 

protection, conservation and erection of entry gates for the South Kitui Game Reserve, Mwingi 

North game Reserve and the Mutomo Reptile Park and Provide incentives for private sector 

investors/businesses in the entire hotel and hospitality value chain (through moderate taxation, 

licensing fees, land rates) 

11. Women, Youth and Persons with Disabilities: Scouting and nurturing of local talents 

in various fields (athletics, football, acting, music, modeling, drawing and painting among 

others); support and facilitate at least one self-help group in each sub-county in the formation 

of cooperatives in key economic sectors including: boda, taxi/probox, tailoring, livestock 

trading, weaving, fruit farmers, poultry farmers, food vendors, hire of events tents, chairs, 

tables, public address system, bee keepers and honey processors, vegetable vendors, salon’s, 

hawkers, car wash, shoe shiners, mechanics, hotels and restaurants, bar owners, social welfare 

association, Support of Persons Living with Disabilities (PWDs) to register with the National 

Council for Persons with Disabilities (NCPWD) and with the National Treasury to enable their 

5% Access to Government Procurement Opportunities (AGPO) and Reservation of 30% of the 

County’s budgeted annual procurement opportunities for AGPO women, youth and PWDs, 

Consideration of youth – both men and women - for county senior level and other employment 

opportunities and  participation of all youth, women and people living with disabilities in public 

participation forums. 

13. Boda Boda :Establishment of division within the ministry responsible for transport headed 

and staffed by officers who appreciate the sector and are passionate in the promotion, 

empowerment and development of the persons operating within the sector, Facilitate formation 

of self-help groups and Sacco’s to raise the welfare of boda boda operators, assisting boda boda 

operator’s access subsidized loan facilities to help them acquire motor bikes on manageable 

repayment terms, Arranging training sessions as well as road safety sensitization programs, 

and assisting them in acquisition of motor bike licenses, facilitate acquisition of reflector 
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jackets and safety head helmets for both the operator and the passenger, construct more 

spacious boda boda sheds with cabro floor in every market center, and Grading of all roads and 

construction of drifts, and installation of culverts to improve movement.  

14. Environment: Tree planting in county schools, river banks and county forests; supporting 

planting at least 5 trees in each homestead; training and sensitization on environmental 

conservation in collaboration with other stakeholders; implement sustainable charcoal 

management policy; sustainable sand harvesting management policy and formulate and 

implement a sustainable mineral management policy.  

14. Energy: Enhance household electricity connection in collaboration with REREC, 

Provision of solar power to off-grid social facilities (schools, hospitals and youth polytechnics),  

Community solar access in partnership with private sector and NGOs, Support community 

access to green energy (Biogas, Solar, Wind) in partnership with National government, private 

sector, NGOs, CBOs and Faith Based Organizations.  

15. Information and Communications: Installation of mobile telephony masts in underserved 

areas of county in collaboration with mobile service providers; Installation of boosters and 

modern technologies for improved network coverage and Facilitate access to fiber optic 

infrastructure and se of digital technology in government offices and private sector entities 

within Kitui, Mwingi, Kwa-Vonza and other key county urban centers.  

16. Security: Security and street lighting in the county’s towns, market centers and public 

facilities including hospitals, village polytechnics, administration offices, day care centers, 

Collaboration with the national government in security enhancement within the 

location/villages, divisions/ wards, sub-counties and in border areas susceptible along the 

county borders, and Operationalization of the County Policing Authority in partnership with 

the National Government and Installation of CCTV monitors in the county’s two municipalities 

of Kitui and Mwingi in partnership with private sector/business.  

South Easter Kenya Economic Block (SEKEB): The County Government of Kitui will be 

working closed with other SEKEB counties (Machakos and Makueni) to implement several 

programmes including: 

• Development of a 5 - year Strategic Plan, The vision may outlive the 5 years. Strategic  

• Key sectoral projects - Agriculture, Water, and infrastructure, Health, Security and 

Education. 

•  Each of the 3 counties to specialize on key areas eg under health - cancer, dialysis, etc 

• On Security the County Government of Kitui has signed MOU with NPS represented 

by County Security Team. The County Government of Kitui intent to Construct 8 police 

stations one in each of the wards bordering Tana River - Kanziku, Mutha, Endau, Voo, 

Nguni, Nuu, Ngomeni and Tseikuru, each at around 40M. So far 5 Police Stations have 
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been advertised: Mutha, Voo, Katumba, Mandongoi and Twambui. The overall objective 

of this is to secure SEKEB region.  

Development Partners: The County has attracted a lot of DPs. This has been attributed to 

good Leadership that embodies certain values. Going forward we expect the 

implementation of the proposed CIDP projects to be done in collaboration with several 

development partners who have expressed interest to work with the County Government of 

Kitui. 

 

The 16 points have been grouped into 6 pillars and 5 enablers as follows: 

Pillar I: Food Security: The Sectors grouped under this Pillar include: Agriculture & 

Environment 

 

Pillar II: Water Access: This Pillar anchors the Water and Irrigation Sector. 

 

Pillar III: Healthcare: The Sector under this Pillar is Health and Sanitation 

 

Pillar IV: Aggregation & Industrial Parks: This Pillar anchors Micro Small and Medium 

Enterprises, Trade and Investments & Cooperative Societies; Women, Youth and Persons with 

Disabilities 

 

 

Pillar V: Appropriately nurtured & skilled human capital: This Pillar anchors Education, 

Training and Skills Development  

 

Pillar VI: Planned Urban Development: The Sector grouped under this Pillar includes 

Information and Communication Technology. 

Enablers: The CIDP 2023 – 2027 grouped the following Sectors as Enablers 

• Infrastructure, Energy, ICT, Peace & Security  
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Glossary of Commonly Used Terms  

 

1. Monitoring: Monitoring is the process of collecting, analyzing and reporting data on a 

project or programme’s inputs, activities, outputs, outcomes and impacts, as well as 

external factors to track whether actual investment programme results are being 

achieved. These data, when analyzed, pinpoint progress or constraints as early as 

possible, allowing managers and project implementers to adjust project or programme 

activities as needed. Monitoring aims to provide managers, decision makers and other 

stakeholders with regular feedback on progress in the implementation of activities 

specified in the development plans.  

 

2. Evaluation: Evaluation is a systematic and objective assessment of an ongoing or 

completed project, programme or policy, its design, implementation and results. An 

evaluation determines the relevance and fulfilment of objectives, efficiency, 

effectiveness, impact and sustainability. Evaluation is linked to monitoring. Monitoring 

provides the basis for evaluation, which involves answering two questions: “Has the 

project or programme activity met its objectives?” and “What accounts for its level of 

performance?” Evaluation tells managers whether project/programme activities are 

moving toward or away from project/programme objective or management goals, and 

why. It provides lessons learnt and recommendations for future improvements.  

 

3. Indicators: An indicator is a measure that can be used to monitor or evaluate an 

intervention. Indicators can be quantitative (derived from measurements associated 

with the intervention) or qualitative (entailing verbal feedback from beneficiaries).  

 

4. Performance vs. Impact Indicators: Project or programme monitoring and evaluation 

involves two kinds of indicators: implementation performance indicators 

(project/programme inputs and outputs) and project impact indicators (achievement of 

objectives in relation to socio-economic development). Implementation performance 

indicators measure the progress in securing project inputs and delivering project outputs 

against set targets, while project impact indicators measure the consequence (the “So 

what”) of implementation.  

 

5. As will be observed in a subsequent section of this document, M&E revolves around a 

number of other key elements:  

 

 Inputs: Inputs are all the resources that contribute to the production of service delivery 

outputs. Inputs are “what we use to do the work”. They include finances, personnel and 

equipment.  

 

 Activities: These are the processes or steps one takes to reach the projects or 

programmes objective. They are written in the sequence or order in which they will be 
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implemented. Each activity completed brings one closer to achieving the project 

objective.  

 

 Outputs: These are the final products, goods or services produced for delivery. Outputs 

may be defined as “what we produce or deliver”.  

 

 Outcomes: The medium-term results for specific beneficiaries which are the 

consequence of achieving specific outputs. Outcomes should relate clearly to an 

institution’s strategic goals and objectives as set out in its plans. Outcomes are “what 

we wish to achieve”. Outcomes are often further categorised into immediate/direct 

outcomes and intermediate outcomes.  

 

 Impacts: Impacts are about “how we have actually influenced communities and target 

groups.” The results or consequences of achieving specific outcomes, such as reducing 

poverty or creating jobs.  

 

  Results are the outputs, outcomes or impacts, either intended or unintended, positive 

or negative of a development intervention. The County Government only encourages 

results that support sustainable improvement in the country’s outcomes – bringing real 

positive changes in people’s lives.  

 

 Programme: A grouping of similar projects and/or services performed by a Ministry 

or Department to achieve a specific objective; the Programmes must be mapped to 

strategic objectives.  

 

 Project: A project is a set of co-ordinated activities implemented to meet specific 

objectives within defined time, cost and performance parameters. Projects aimed at 

achieving a common goal form a programme.  

 

6. Flagship Projects: These are projects with high impact in terms of employment 

creation, increasing County competitiveness, revenue generation, etc. They may be 

derived from the Kenya Vision 2030 (and MTP IV) or the Kitui Promise.  

 

7. Demographic Dividend: The demographic dividend is the accelerated economic 

growth that may result from a decline in a country’s mortality and fertility and the 

subsequent change in the age structure of the population. It is evident in Kenya that 

demographic transition is taking place at both National and County levels, creating a 

demographic window of opportunity to harness the demographic dividend. 
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FOREWORD  
The Constitution of Kenya, 2010 brought in a new way of governance and proclaimed an urgent 

need for the Government to be more efficient, transparent and accountable to its citizens. The 

Constitution envisages County Governments spearheading development at the County level 

and bridging the developmental disparities between the urban and rural areas. County residents, 

therefore, expect improved service delivery and a governance experiment that values and 

promotes their aspirations. In this regard, the main objective of the Kitui County Integrated 

Development Plan 2023-2027 (CIDP III) is to lay the ground for development that is 

sustainable, equitable, transparent and inclusive of all the regions and residents of Kitui 

County.  

This CIDP III outlines Kitui’s development priorities over a five-year horizon; 2023-2027 and 

reflects the strategic mid-term priorities with specific goals and objectives, costed 

implementation plans, provisions for monitoring and evaluation, and clear reporting 

mechanisms. It includes information on investments, projects, development initiatives, maps, 

statistics and a resource mobilisation framework. It is a prospectus of available investment 

opportunities in the County and encapsulates my agenda as spelt out in my campaign manifesto 

(The Kitui Promise). It reflects the priorities set out in Kenya’s Vision 2030, the Medium-Term 

Plan (MTP IV) for the period 2027-2022, the Kenya Kwanza Manifesto, the Sustainable 

Development Goals, the AU Agenda 2063 and other policy documents and national 

commitments.  

In recognition of the interdependence of the roles of various actors in providing services to the 

people, and fully aware of both the scarce nature of economic and other resources, and the 

diversity of our County, I am supporting the full review and operationalization of the Kitui 

Vision for Social and Economic Transformation (KIVEST) alongside the implementation of 

policies and strategies under this CIDP and as contained in the County’s 16-point development 

agenda christened the Kitui Promise.

among the member counties to realize accelerated, harmonious and balanced 

development. 

 Implementing key sectoral projects in Agriculture, Water, and infrastructure, Health, 

Security and Education. 

 Each of the 3 counties to specialize on key areas eg under health – cancer - Machakos, 

dialysis - Kitui, Trauma - Makueni etc

CIDP III shall remain the guiding document for the implementation of the priority 

programmes and related activities. Key results areas set out in the Plan will be implemented 

and evaluated periodically  

 

Finally, it is important to emphasize that the successful implementation of this CIDP requires 

the dedication and commitment of all stakeholders. Thus, whereas it is the primary duty of the 

County Government of Kitui to coordinate the implementation of this CIDP, participation and 

cooperation from all stakeholders will be pivotal in its realization. I am therefore confident that 

if we all join hands and work as a team, within the next five years the county will lay the 

requisite solid foundation for sustainable socio-economic development and improved 

livelihoods for all.

Executive Summary 
Article 220 of the Constitution of Kenya, Section 126 of the Public Finance Management Act, 

2012 and Section 108 of the County Governments Act, 2012 require county governments to 

prepare 5-year County Integrated Development Plan and Annual County Budgets to implement 

them.  Further, Section 104 (1) of the County Government Act, 2012 states that, “A County 

Government shall plan for the county and no public funds shall be appropriated without a 

planning framework developed by the County Executive Committee and approved by the 

County Assembly”. The theme of the Kitui 2023-2027 County Integrated Development Plan 

(CIDP) is Accelerating the Kitui Economic and Social Transformation Agenda (KESTA). The 

Kitui CIDP 2023 – 2027 was prepared through a highly participatory and consultative process. 

The CIDP provides a platform to facilitate an integrated and coordinated approach to 

addressing the key development needs of the people of Kitui.  

 

The Kitui CIDP 2023 – 2027 is aligned to H.E. the Governor’s 16 point development agenda 

which has been conceptiualized in to 6 pillars namely Food Securty; Water Access; Healthcare; 

Aggregation & Industrial Parks, Appropriately nurtured & skilled human capital and Planned Urban 

Development as well as the Enablers. 

Chapter One provides an overview of the County, particularly, resource endowments, main 

economic activities, the demographic trends and situation analysis of recent socio-economic 

performance. The major development needs and constraints are also highlighted;  

 

Chapter Two outlines performance review of the previous CIDP, Analysis of County Revenue 

Sources, County Budget Expenditure Analysis, Sector Performance, Challenges, Emerging 

Issues, and Lessons Learnt; 

 

Chapter Three discusses the Spatial Development Framework; 

Chapter Four discusses the key County development needs and priorities, strategies and 

programmes. The resource requirements are identified for each sector together with key 

performance indicators for the period 2018-2022. The Chapter highlights the flagship programs 

and projects geared towards achievement of the six pillars according to the governor’s 

manifesto; 

 

The implementation framework for the CIDP is outlined in Chapter Five, particularly; the role 

of key stakeholders such as the County Executive and County Assembly in implementing this 
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CIDP. The Office of the Governor will provide overall leadership and policy guidance in the 

implementation of the CIDP. The County Assembly on the other hand, will play a critical role 

in enacting enabling legislations and providing oversight of public financial management to 

enhance accountability, participation and transparency. It is expected that the National 

Government and development partners will support institutional capacity development at the 

County. The Chapter also discusses the resource mobilization framework which includes 

revenue raising, asset management, financial management, debt management, and capital 

financing and enhanced accountability. It is estimated that the overall successful 

implementation of this CIDP 2023 -2028 will cost Ksh. 184.5 billion as the total estimated cost 

of implementing all activities of the CIDP III. The projected funds from the equitable share, 

local collection and conditional allocations are estimated to be Ksh. 75.1 billion for the period 

2023/2024-2027/2028. This implies that there is a financing gap of Ksh. 109.4 billion; To 

address this huge budget shortfall, the county will strive towards; establishment of a framework 

for public private partnership,  mapping of Kitui County Natural Resources, collaboration with 

Development Partners, Strengthen institutional structures of Co-operatives and Societies, adopt 

efficient and accessible processing of transactionsasure proper prioritization of development 

programmes within the available resource envelope. 

 

The Monitoring and Evaluation framework is discussed in Chapter Six. During the plan period, 

the County will continue to institutionalize a robust M&E framework that is linked to the 

County Performance System. Regular reporting is an integral part of the M&E system. The 

chapter also contains a Results Matrix that summarizes the programme outcome indicators and 

targets, to facilitate assessment of progress in the implementation of the CIDP. 

 

A unique feature of the Kitui CIDP is that it contains an Annex of project proposals at the Ward 

level that were identified and settled on through a participatory process that evaluated various 

proposals by Village representatives during public forums held across the County; 
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CHAPTER ONE: COUNTY OVERVIEW 
1.1 Background 

Kitui County is one of the three Kenyan Counties inhabited by the majority Akamba 

community. The Akamba people were historically long-distance traders and this trade 

inclination has made them highly receptive and hospitable to visitors. With its headquarters at 

Kitui town, the County is resource rich with commercially viable coal reserves in the Mui 

Basin. Other mineral resources include limestone, iron ore and sand. Forty-six (46) percent of 

the Tsavo East National Park is in Kitui County and has a great heritage with great untapped 

tourism potential. Proximity to Nairobi and the Standard Gauge Railway offers great 

opportunities for economic transformation. Permanent rivers, namely, Tana and Athi flow 

through the County.  

The County recorded in the 2019 Population and Housing Census a population of 1,136,187 

persons and this is projected to 1,210,035 in 2022. Despite the great potential, Kitui County is 

among the Arid and Semi-Arid (ASAL) counties characterized by relatively high levels of 

poverty. The level of absolute poverty is estimated at 47.5 percent compared to the national 

average of 32.4 percent in 2021. About 522,000 persons or 3.2 percent of the Kenyan poor live 

in the County. Food poverty is estimated at 39.4 percent compared to the national average of 

32 percent. About fifty percent of the population does not have access to clean water and 57.6 

percent of households spend thirty or more minutes to fetch drinking water. Kitui County is a 

member of the South Eastern Kenya Economic Bloc (SEKEB). It also forms part of the 

proposed Vision 2030 Metropolitan region of Kitui-Mwingi-Meru. 

 

1.2 Position and Size 

Kitui County is about 160 kilometres from Nairobi City on the eastern part of Kenya. The 

county is the sixth largest in Kenya covering an area of approximately 30,496.4 KM2. It shares 

its borders with seven other counties; namely, Machakos and Makueni counties to the west, 

Tana River County to the east and south-east, Taita Taveta County to the south, Embu to the 

north-west, and Tharaka-Nithi and Meru counties to the north. It is located between latitudes 

0°10 South and 3°0 South and longitudes 37°50 East and 39°0 East. Figure 1 displays the 

geographical position of Kitu County in Kenya.

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1.3 Physiographic and Natural Conditions 

1.3.1 Physical and Topographic Features 

Kitui County, located in eastern Kenya, has a diverse range of physical and topographic 

features. The county's landscape is dominated by a semi-arid and arid environment, with rugged 

terrain, rocky hills, and vast plains. The county covers an area of approximately 30,496 square 

kilometres, making it one of the largest counties in Kenya. 

The county is located on the eastern side of the East African Rift Valley, with altitudes ranging 

from 200 meters to 2,100 meters above sea level. The county is bordered by Tana River County 

to the east, Machakos County to the west, Taita Taveta County to the south, and Embu and 

Tharaka Nithi Counties to the north. 

The county's topography is defined by the hills and mountains that are spread throughout the 

region. Some of the notable hills and mountains in the county include Ikoo Valley and 

Kanyonyoo Hills. This hilly mountainous topography is typically composed of rocky 

formations and steep cliffs, making them unsuitable for agricultural activities. Nevertheless, 

they provide a natural habitat for a wide range of flora and fauna, which is vital for the region's 

biodiversity. 

The county’s plains and plateaus are mainly located in the central and northern parts of the 

county. The plains are characterized by a vast expanse of flat lands, with scattered shrubs and 

grasses. The plateau areas, such as the Yatta Plateau, are characterized by rugged terrain, rocky 

outcrops, and deep gorges. The plains and plateaus are suitable for rain-fed agriculture, with 

most of the county's agricultural activities taking place in these areas. 

The county's rivers and streams are seasonal, with most of them drying up during the dry 

season. The main rivers in the county include Athi, Tiva, and Thika. The rivers and streams are 

important sources of water for the communities in the county, supporting irrigation and 

domestic use. 

The county's vegetation is mainly composed of thorny bushes, grasses, and acacia trees. This 

vegetation cover has been under threat due to human activities such as overgrazing, 

deforestation, and charcoal burning. Consequently, there have been efforts to preserve and 

protect the vegetation cover in the county through conservation initiatives. 

 

1.3.2 Climatic Conditions 

Kitui County is a region in Kenya that is predominantly characterized by arid and semi-arid 

climatic conditions. It is situated in the eastern part of the country and receives low and 

unreliable rainfall throughout the year. Most areas in the county receive an average of 200 to 

600 mm of rainfall annually, which is insufficient to support agriculture and other human 

activities.

The rainfall patterns in the county are characterized by two rainy seasons, the short rains from 

October to December and the long rains from March to May. However, the rainfall is highly 

unpredictable, and the county experiences frequent droughts and floods that affect the region's 

socio-economic activities. The highland areas namely, Migwani, Mumoni, Kitui Central, Mui 

and Mutitu Hills exhibit a sub – humid climate.  

The high temperatures in Kitui County contribute to the arid conditions. It experiences high 

temperatures throughout the year, with the average temperature ranging between 25 to 30 

degrees Celsius with the lowest average of 14oC and highest average of 32oC. These hot and 

dry conditions make it difficult for crops and vegetation to thrive, thus contributing to limited 

agricultural productivity in the region.

Despite the challenging climatic conditions, the County Government of Kitui has implemented 

various measures to mitigate the impacts of climate change. These include the promotion of 

sustainable agriculture practices such as agroforestry, conservation agriculture, and rainwater 

harvesting. The county government has also invested in water infrastructure, including 

boreholes, dams, and water pans, to improve the water supply to the residents. 

 

1.3.3 Ecological Conditions 
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The County has seven agro-ecological zones. These are: Upper-Midland 3-4; Upper-Midland 

4; Lower-Midland 3; Lower-Midland 4; Lower-Midland 5; Inner Lowland 5; and Inner 

Lowland 6.  

The county is predominantly semi-arid, characterized by low and erratic rainfall, high 

temperatures, and high evapotranspiration rates. These conditions have resulted in the 

dominance of thorny shrubs and acacia trees, as well as grasslands and scattered bushland. 

The county is also home to several rivers, including the Tana River and its tributaries, which 

provide important sources of water for both human consumption and irrigation. However, 

water scarcity is a major challenge in the county, particularly during prolonged dry spells, 

which can lead to droughts and food insecurity. 

The unique ecological conditions of Kitui County have also influenced the types of economic 

activities that are viable in the region. Livestock rearing, particularly of goats, sheep, and 

camels, is a major source of livelihood for many residents, as is rain-fed agriculture. However, 

the limited availability of water and fertile land means that these activities are often 

characterized by low productivity and high vulnerability to climatic shocks. 

 

1.4 Administrative and Political Units 

1.4.1 Administrative Units 

Kitui County is divided into eight sub-counties, each with its own unique characteristics. These 

sub-counties are Kitui Central, Kitui West, Kitui East, Kitui South, Kitui Rural, Mwingi North, 

Mwingi Central, and Mwingi West. In total, there are forty wards within the county which are 

the county’s planning unit and are responsible for ensuring that services are delivered 

effectively to the people at the grass root. To ensure that services reach every corner of the 

county, the government further established 247 villages through the Kitui County Villages Act 

of 2015. These villages act as the smallest administrative units. 

Each sub-county is administered by a Sub-County Administrator who is responsible for the 

overall management of the sub-county's affairs. Similarly, each ward is headed by a Ward 

Administrator who oversees the delivery of services at the ward level. 

The county also has representation from the national government, which is headed by the 

County Commissioner. The County Commissioner serves as the head of the National 

Government's administrative wing within the county. The Commissioner is supported by 

Deputy County Commissioners (DCCs), Assistant County Commissioners (ACCs), chiefs, 

assistant chiefs, and headmen at the division, location, sub-location, and village levels, 

respectively. These officials work together to ensure that the government's programs and 

policies are implemented effectively, and that peace and security are maintained throughout 

the county.

In the administrative structure of counties, the village represents the smallest administrative 

unit, responsible for the coordination and management of county affairs at the grassroots level. 

A village administrator is appointed to oversee the management of affairs within the village. 

The number of wards within a county varies, with Mwingi Central, Kitui East, and Kitui South 

sub-counties/constituencies having the highest number of wards, six, while Mwingi West, 

Mwingi North, Kitui West, and Kitui Rural have the lowest number, four. This variation in the 

number of wards is influenced by a variety of factors, such as population density, the size of 

the geographic area, and the distribution of resources. 

Furthermore, the number of villages within a county also varies, Kitui West having the lowest 

number, 23 and Kitui South having the highest, 41, as shown in Table 4. This disparity in the 

number of villages is also affected by the same factors as wards.  

The appointment of a village administrator to oversee affairs at the village level is critical in 

ensuring effective service delivery and governance. The administrator works closely with other 

county officials, including ward administrators and sub-county administrators, to ensure that 

government programs and policies are implemented effectively.

1.4.2 Political Units 

According to the table 5 below, Mwingi North sub-county has five wards with a total of 68,829 

registered voters. Ngomeni ward has the lowest number of registered voters with 9,131 while 

Kyuso ward has the highest with 19,921. Mwingi West sub-county has four wards with a total 

of 57,138 registered voters. Kyome/Thaana ward has the highest number of registered voters 

with 14,979 while Kiomo/Kyethani ward has the lowest with 12,360. 

Mwingi Central sub-county has six wards with a total of 74,231 registered voters. Central ward 

has the highest number of registered voters with 14,525 while Waita ward has the lowest with 

10,472. Kitui West sub-county has four wards with a total of 59,047 registered voters. 

Mutonguni ward has the highest number of registered voters with 17,979 while Kwa 

Mutonga/Kithumula ward has the lowest with 11,022. Kitui Rural sub-county has four wards 

with a total of 55,000 registered voters. Kwavonza/Yatta ward has the highest number of 

registered voters with 18,020 while Kanyangi ward has the lowest with 11,092. 

Kitui Central sub-county has five wards with a total of 77,764 registered voters. Township 

ward has the highest number of registered voters with 19,538 while Miambani ward has the 

lowest with 11,759. Kitui East sub-county has six wards with a total of 65,377 registered voters. 

Zombe/Mwitika ward has the highest number of registered voters with 13,152 while 

Endau/Malalani ward has the lowest with 7,897. Lastly, Kitui South sub-county has six wards 

with a total of 75,372 registered voters. Athi ward has the highest number of registered voters 

with 15,843 while Kanziko ward has the lowest with 8,403. The total number of registered 

voters in Kitui County is 532,758.

1.5 Demographic Features 

1.5.1 Population Size and Composition 

According to the 2019 population and household census report, the population of Kitui County 

was 1,136,187. It was projected that it would grow to 1,210,035 in 2022 and 1,343,998 in 2025. 

Kitui South sub-county has the highest population of 180,679, consisting of 87,350 males and 

93,322 females, while Kitui west has the lowest population of 113,862 consisting of 55,004 

males and 58,856 females. The overall population of the county is projected to increase to 

192,421, 204,933, and 213,724 in 2022, 2025, and 2027, respectively. The population growth 

is a significant indicator of the county's development, and it presents opportunities and 

challenges to the county government, such as the provision of adequate resources and services 

to its residents. 

1.5.2 Population Density and Distribution  

According to data from 2019, the population density in Kitui County was recorded at 37 

individuals per square kilometre, which is significantly lower than the national average of 92 

individuals per square kilometre. However, it is projected that this figure will increase to 44 

individuals per square kilometre by the year 2027. The distribution of settlements in the region 
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is uneven and is influenced by a range of factors including land potential, livelihood zones, 

infrastructure access, land use systems, and the availability of social amenities. 

Kitui Central was found to be the area with the highest population density in the county, with 

a figure of 224 individuals per square kilometre in 2019. It was followed by Mwingi West, 

which had a population density of 106 individuals per square kilometre in the same year. 

Conversely, Kitui South had the lowest population density of 16 individuals per square 

kilometre in the same year. Tsavo East National Park lies in Kitui South and this explains the 

low population density.

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1.5.3 Population Size by Age and Sex 

In 2019, the highest population in Kitui County was of children aged 10-14 years old, with 

173,446 individuals, comprising of 87,724 males and 85,722 females. It is expected that this 

population will continue to grow in the coming years, with projected numbers of 184,725, 

196,737, and 205,176 in 2022, 2025, and 2027, respectively. The lowest population in the 

county was of individuals aged 80 years and above, with only 19,165 people in 2019. However, 

this number is projected to increase to 20,411 by 2022. Table 8 provides a summary of the 

county's population by age and sex in 2019, 2022, as well as the projected growth for 2025 and 

2027.

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Pre-school (0 -4 years): In 2019, the county had a total of 86,386 children between the ages 

of 3-5, consisting of 44,114 males and 42,268 females, which accounted for 8% of the total 

population. According to projections, this number is expected to rise to 91,999, 97,982, and 

102,184 by 2022, 2025, and 2027, respectively. Therefore, there is a need for increased 

investment in pre-primary education centres to accommodate the expected population growth. 

Primary School Age (6-13 years): In 2019, the county had 554,768 individuals, 271,559 of 

whom were males and 283,196 were females, of primary school-going age, which accounted 

for 49% of the total population. The projections suggest that these numbers will increase to 

590,829 by 2022, 629,249 by 2025, and 656,240 by 2027. Effective management of the 

anticipated rise in school-going age children and enrolment, particularly under the guiding 

policy of Universal Primary Education, will necessitate enhanced investments in schools' 

learning infrastructure and support for vulnerable groups in society.  

Secondary School Age (14-17 years): In 2019, the county had a population of 188,690 

persons, which consisted of 94,079 males and 94,608 females in the age group of 13-19 years, 

commonly known as secondary school-going age. This population accounted for 9.4% of the 

total population. The population of secondary school-going age is expected to increase to 

590,829, 629,249, and 656,240 in 2022, 2025, and 2027, respectively. To effectively manage 

this steady increase, there is a need to expand the learning infrastructure, especially for the 

implementation of the Subsidized Day Secondary Education policy. 

Female of Reproductive Age (15-49 years): The childbearing age group consisted of 1,879 

persons. The projected growth for this population is expected to reach 2,001, 2,131, and 2,223 

in 2022, 2025, and 2027, respectively. This specific demographic is critical in predicting the 

County's population growth and organizing access to reproductive health services.  

Economically Active Age group (15-64 years): In 2019, the total number of persons in the 

age category of interest was 620,269, which comprised 299,647 males and 320,622 females. 

This population accounted for 55% of the total population of the County. The projections 

indicate that this population will increase to 660,603, 703,560, and 733,739 in 2022, 2025, and 

2027, respectively. Therefore, the County needs to implement programs that can generate 

employment and other income-generating opportunities for this increasing population to reduce 

the high levels of unemployment and its adverse effects. 

Aged Population (65+): In 2019, there were 71,767 individuals in the specified age group, 

consisting of 29,966 males and 41,801 females, which accounted for 6 percent of the total 

population in the county. According to projections, this population is expected to increase to 

76,434, 81,404, and 84,896 in 2023, 2025, and 2027, respectively. This increase in the elderly 

population emphasizes the need for enhanced programs that provide support in areas such as 

housing, healthcare, and food security.  

1.6 Urban Distribution  
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The two-key urban centres in Kitui County are Kitui and Mwingi municipality. The level of 

urbanization stood at 12.98 percent and is predicted to reach 15.35 percent by 2027. The rapid 

rate of urbanization has clear implications for the need for urban planning.

1.6.1 Population of Persons with Disabilities  

In 2019, the number of individuals living with disabilities in Kitui County was recorded at 

40,110. Of this total, 17,261 were males while 22,849 were females. The disabilities 

experienced by these individuals were diverse, ranging from hearing and speech impairments 

to visual, mental, physical, self-care, and albinism. 

Mwingi Central and Kitui South sub-counties had the highest numbers of individuals living 

with disabilities in the region. While the specific reasons for this concentration of individuals 

with disabilities in these areas are not clear, it may be due to a range of factors such as limited 

access to healthcare services, insufficient educational opportunities, and inadequate 

employment prospects. This is as summarized in Table 11.

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1.6.2 Demographic Dividend Potential  

According to the data from 2019 population census, the population of Kitui County was 

1,136,187. This figure is expected to grow to 1,344,037 by 2027. The county's fertility rate is 

projected to increase in the coming years and is anticipated to stand at 3.8 children per woman 

by 2027. As a result of this, the proportion of children aged below 15 years is expected to 

increase from 39.09% in 2019 to 46.24% by 2027. This increase in the proportion of children 

will result in a corresponding increase in the proportion of the population in the working ages 

(15-64 years) from 59.5% in 2023 to 64.68% by 2027. 

Over the same period, the proportion of people aged 65 and above will increase from 6.78% in 

2023 to 7.37% in 2027, as more individuals transition to this age group.

1.7 Human Development Index (HDI) 

The Human Development Index (HDI) is a composite statistic of life expectancy, education, 

and income indices used to rank countries into four tiers of human development. It was 

developed on the basis that a simple composite measure of human development was needed in 

order to convince the public, academics, and policy-makers that they can and should evaluate 

development not only by economic advances but also improvements in human well-being. The 

HDI is measured using the life expectancy at birth, adult literacy rate and the combined 

enrolment rate at primary, secondary and tertiary levels, and GDP per capita measured in 

purchasing power parity (PPP) US dollars which is then used to make instructive comparisons 

of the experiences within and between different countries. The county has an overall Human 

Development Index of 0.480 compared to the national level of 0.520 as of 2019. 
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CHAPTER TWO: PERFORMANCE REVIEW OF THE PREVIOUS CIDP PERIOD 

2.1 Overview 

This chapter presents a comprehensive review of the previous County Integrated Development 

Plan (CIDP) that was implemented between 2018 and 2022. It not only evaluates the 

achievements of the plan but also examines the county's expenditure by sector and subsector, 

comparing the budgeted versus actual figures. Furthermore, the chapter offers an in-depth 

analysis of the major challenges encountered during the implementation of the plan. 

The review of the CIDP 2018-22 provides a critical analysis of the plan's objectives, targets, 

and goals, highlighting the areas that were achieved and the ones that were not. It is essential 

to evaluate the previous plan's implementation to identify the strengths and weaknesses that 

need to be addressed in the current CIDP. The expenditure analysis by sector and subsector 

provides a detailed breakdown of the county's spending patterns, which is crucial in informing 

the allocation of resources in the current plan. I 

Kitui County Investments: The County Government of Kitui implemented several investment 

projects during the previous plan period (2018 – 2022).These include The Kitui County Textile 

Centre (KICOTEC), the ballast crusher at Kwa Kilui in Yatta/Kwa Vonza ward, Kitui Food 

Industry (for making tomato paste, tomato sauce. etc), The Kitui Pharma Industry (launched to 

make sanitizers, antiseptics, hand washing soap, formalin, and methylated spirits, etc), Kitui 

Youth Industry in Manyenyoni (launched to produce cabros, interlocking bricks, culverts etc) 

and Livestock Transportation Trucks, Empowerment Fund.  

The investments failed due to the following reasons: 

• Poor and inept management for county entities 

• Lack of feasibility studies before the investments were started 

• Poor Performance for instance according to Auditor General’s report on KICOTEC last 

year the entity made a loss to a tune of Kshs 90M+.  

 

Worth noting is the fact that Governments all over the world are not supposed to compete with 

their people but should provide a conducive environment for business. In addition, looking at 

other Government investments in other counties like KICOMI, RIVATEX, Thika Mills, etc., 

failed. Going forward, the county is expected to look into the viability of all these investments, 

rethink, appraise and restructure their mode of operations to ensure sustainability. 

Additionally, the comparison of budgeted versus actual expenditure provides insights into the 

county's financial management, highlighting areas that require improvement. The analysis of 

the challenges encountered during the previous plan's implementation is critical in identifying 

the factors that hindered the achievement of certain objectives. Addressing these challenges is 
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necessary to ensure that the current plan is implemented effectively and efficiently, leading to 

the realization of the set goeals and targets. 

 

2.2 Analysis of the County Revenue Sources 

During the implementation period, the total actual revenue received by the County over the last 

five years was Ksh.55.8 billion, which was 95% of the total projected revenue of Ksh.59 

billion. Within the first year 2017/2018, the county received 97% of the planned projected 

amounts while year 4 registered the lowest achievement of 92% against the planned Kshs.12.5 

Billion.  

 

The revenue sources for the County were analysed and it was found that the majority of the 

revenue came from intergovernmental transfers (equitable share). Grants and own source 

revenue were the other sources. Equitable share contributed 77% of the total projected revenue 

for the County, amounting to Ksh. 45.4 billion, out of which Ksh. 44.6 billion was received, 

accounting for 98% of the projected amount. Conditional grants from the National Government 

and development donors were projected to contribute Ksh. 5.6 billion, out of which Ksh. 3.8 

billion was received, accounting for 69% of the total projected amount. The County had 

projected own source revenue of Ksh. 3.4 billion, but only Ksh. 1.9 billion was realized, 

accounting for only 55% of the projected amount. Table 13 provides a detailed analysis of the 

revenue sources over the five years of implementation.

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2.3  County Budget Expenditure Analysis 

Over the last five years, expenditure analysis indicates that most of the spending entities have 

been able to utilize the funds allocated to them effectively. In total, Ksh. 50.1 billion was 

absorbed by the county, which translates to 84.9% of the total projected amount. This is an 

impressive achievement considering the challenges that the county faced, such as delays in 

disbursement of funds and the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic.  

The Department for Public Service Management and Administration had the highest absorption 

rate of 95.2%, followed closely by the Ministry of Health and Sanitation with a rate of 92%. 

However, the Lands and Physical Planning department had the lowest absorption rate of 49.5%. 

This was mainly due to the fact that the department was created in the last year of 

implementation of the plan, which posed a challenge in terms of absorbing the funds as a 

separate entity. The analysis is summarized in table 12 below.

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2.4 Sector Performance  

2.4.1 Office of the Governor 

The main achievements included: 

Increase in Bursary funds: In 2018, the number of students who benefited from bursaries 

due to their financial need was 59,300. At the completion of the plan period, the number of 

supported students rose by 33,000, reaching 92,300 out of the targeted 111,000. This success 

can be attributed to the implementation of pro-poor programs initiated by the county 

government.  

Equipping Village Polytechnics: The County was able to equip 6,000 village polytechnics 

during the planned period, exceeding their target of 3,000. This achievement was attributed to 

the increased demand and uptake of vocational skills by the residents and youth, who sought 

to acquire basic skills under the CLIDP program. 

Additional Classrooms: To improve the learning environment for Early Childhood 

Development Education (ECDE) learners, the County initiated the construction of 36 new 

classrooms through the pro-poor program, which was part of the County Integrated 

Development Plan (CLIDP). 

Dams’ construction: The County embarked on a massive dam construction project and 

successfully constructed 88,000 earth dams in all 40 wards, exceeding the initial target of 

6,500. This achievement was attributed to the County's commitment to prioritize water and 

food security as a crucial pillar of the County's development agenda, as outlined in the 

CLIDP programs.

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2.4.2 Office of the Deputy Governor 

According to the CIDP II (County Integrated Development Plan II) for Kitui County in Kenya, 

which covers the period 2017-2022, there were several key indicators to measure the progress 

of tourism development in the region. 

 Number of tourist attraction sites developed: The baseline for this indicator was set 

at 3, with a target to develop an additional attraction site. The achievement to-date is 

the ongoing development of the majority of targeted and mapped potential sites. 

 Increase the number of tourists visiting various tourist attraction sites: The 

baseline for this indicator was set at 1500, with a target to increase the number to 26809. 

The actual achievement to-date is a positive variance in visitation, which has been 

triggered by the influx of local tourists into the Kalundu Eco Park. However, urgent 

plans are needed to make the park fully operational. 

 Number of promotional events held: The baseline for this indicator was set at 6, with 

a target to hold six promotional events. The actual achievement to-date is 6, which 

includes the successful conduct of Miss Kitui 2017, World Wildlife Day in 2018 and 

2019, the Kalundu Ecopark Launch, the Kitui County Expo in 2020, and the George 

Adamson Experience in 2019. 

 Number of Kitui tourism web portals developed: The baseline for this indicator was 

set at 1, with a target to develop an additional web portal. The actual achievement to-

date is one tourism web portal that has been developed, which can be accessed at 

www.kitui.tourism.go.ke.

2.4.3 Water and Irrigation  

The Water Resource Development program aimed to increase access to safe water for domestic 

use, irrigation, and livestock use through various sub-programs. The Boreholes drilling and 

equipping sub-program targeted to drill and equip 90 boreholes. However, only 39 boreholes 

were drilled and equipped due to delays in procurement of contractors and insufficient funds. 

The Time taken to reach water points from homes was planned to be reduced to 20 minutes, 

but it took 45 minutes. The target was not fully achieved. 

The Rehabilitation of boreholes through installation of green energy, electricity connection, 

and purchase of standby generators sub-program aimed to rehabilitate 360 boreholes, but only 

46 were rehabilitated due to delays caused by Kenya Power in power connection. 

The Mega Dams sub-program aimed to construct 5 dams, but only 2 dams were constructed 

due to insufficient funds to construct the second dam. Similarly, the Construction of medium 

dams (1 per ward) sub-program aimed to construct 40 medium earth dams but only 11 were 

constructed due to unavailability of water catchment areas and community land issues. The 

Construction and extension of water pipelines sub-program targeted to extend 50 pipelines, but 

72 were extended. However, the project did not meet the target due to the high pumping cost 

involved in areas where gravity cannot be used in water distribution. The distance to the nearest 

water point was planned to be 3 km, but only 5 km was achieved due to additional water 

sources. 

The Construction/desilting of small earth dams/pans & rock catchments sub-program aimed to 

construct 80 earth dams/pans/rock catchments, but only 46 were constructed due to lack of 

resources and skills in rock catchments and desilting of the earth dams. The % of households 

with access to safe, clean water was planned to be 60%, but only 42% achieved due to low 

quality borehole water, pollution in rivers, and earth dams compromising the cleanliness of

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water. The Construction of sand dams/subsurface dams sub-program aimed to construct 160 

sand dams, but only 145 were constructed due to insufficient funds. Similarly, the distance to 

the nearest water point was planned to be 3 km, but only 5 km was achieved due to additional 

water sources. 

The Water Supplies maintenance, repairs & rehabilitation sub-program targeted to 

repair/rehabilitate 100 water supplies, but 106 were repaired/rehabilitated. The high number of 

repairs was attributed to roads maintenance effect on pipelines and rainfall. However, only 

35% achieved sustainable water for schemes due to insufficient water resources to support the 

schemes. 

The Subsidies for WSPs sub-program aims to enhance continuous access to safe water supplies 

in Kitui & Mwingi towns by supporting 2 WSPs. The % of households with access to safe, 

clean water was planned to be 80%, but only 42% achieved due to rapid urbanization in Kitui 

and Mwingi towns. 

The Construction of River-Athi-Kanyangi-Mutomo-Kanziko & Kiomo-Kyethani water 

supplies sub-program aimed to reduce the distance to the nearest water point to 3 km. However, 

only 5 km was achieved, and the project is ongoing in 4 areas i.e. Kanyongonyo, Kiseuni, 

Mwaani, and Kamutei. 

The Procurement of SCWO'S vehicles sub-program aimed to ease movement of staff to 

workstations & project sites by buying 9 vehicles. However, the project was not implemented 

due to insufficient funds. 

Lastly, The Feasibility Studies project produced 261 designs, exceeding the end-term target of 

250. However, the project experienced a slowdown due to slow uptake of projects, which may 

have impacted the efficiency of the project. Overall, the project has been successful in 

producing accurate designs for water projects.

2.4.4 Education, Training and Skills Development 

The county government has made significant progress in improving the education sector, 

particularly in early childhood development education (ECDE). The government has surpassed 

the target of constructing 200 ECDE classrooms by constructing and equipping a total of 216 

classrooms. This was made possible through prudent use of savings accrued from Bill of 

Quantities (BOQ) quotations, which enabled the government to construct additional 

classrooms. This achievement has significantly improved access to quality education for 

children in the county. 

In addition, the government has also made remarkable progress in improving the teacher-pupil 

ratio in ECDE centres. The baseline for this indicator was 1:33, and the target was 1:24. The 

county government has made significant strides in achieving this target, achieving a ratio of 

1:28. This is a significant improvement that has positively impacted the quality of education in 

the county. 

Moreover, the government has made impressive progress in improving the capacity of ECDE 

teachers by conducting capacity-building workshops on Competency-Based Curriculum 

(CBC) and Competency-Based Assessment (CBA). The government has exceeded the target 

of 2,000 teachers applying recommended teaching styles, with 2,401 teachers having applied 

these styles. This has led to an improvement in the quality of education offered to children in 

ECDE centres. 

In the Polytechnics/Vocational Training centre and homecraft centres subsector, the county 

government has achieved the nomination of 53 Board of Management Members (BOMs), 

surpassing the target of 52. The government has also upgraded the infrastructure of 23 out of 
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the targeted 53 Vocational Training Centres (VTCs) through the construction of workshops, 

renovation of buildings, pit latrines, and chain-link fencing and gates. Additionally, the 

government has disbursed capitation funds to all trainees in the 53 VTCs, meeting the target of 

53. 

Furthermore, the government has ensured that eligible trainees' trade fees were paid in full 

during the 2017/2018 financial year, demonstrating its commitment to ensuring access to 

vocational education. The government has also achieved the target of conducting eight 

deworming sessions, thanks to the support services provided by the Ministry of Health.

km in 2017. However, the county has exceeded this target by grading 13,000 km of 

roads due to increased allocation of machinery from MTF and improved efficiency. 

 The county had a target of constructing 4,000 gabions and heavy grading structures by 

2022, with a baseline of 0 in 2017. However, the county has exceeded this target by 

constructing 5,400 structures, thanks to adequate funds. 

 The county aimed to construct 6,080 m of drifts by 2022, starting with a baseline of 

3,560 m in 2017. However, the county has constructed 7,000 m of drifts, thanks to 

adequate funds.

2.4.6 Health and Sanitation 

Under the sub-programme of HIV/AIDS prevention and control, the target for the number of 

eligible HIV clients using ARVs was exceeded, with 24,493 clients using ARVs compared to 

the target of 18,750. The percentage of pregnant women counselled and tested for HIV/syphilis 

during ANC was only 70.2% compared to the target of 98%, due to an erratic supply of 

supplies. However, the percentage of HIV+ pregnant mothers receiving preventive ARVs and 

syphilis treatment was exceeded, with 99.5% of mothers receiving treatment compared to the 

target of 98%. The percentage of HIV-exposed infants (HEI) turning HIV positive was higher 

than the target, with 10.8% turning positive compared to the target of 5.2%.  

Under malaria control, the number of health facilities receiving malaria drugs was exceeded, 

with 307 facilities receiving drugs compared to the target of 260. 

Under immunization and vaccines, the percentage coverage of fully immunized children <1 

year was 78.5% compared to the target of 85%, with coverage being affected by the COVID-

19 pandemic. The number of immunizing health facilities was exceeded, with 300 facilities 

providing immunization services compared to the target of 260. 

Under reproductive health, maternal, neonatal, child, adolescent health (RM), the percentage 

of women with unmet needs for family planning was 56%, which is slightly better than the 

baseline of 55.1%. The percentage of deliveries conducted by skilled attendants exceeded the 

target, with 65.2% of deliveries being conducted by skilled attendants compared to the target 

of 50%. The number of maternity units/ wards operational was exceeded, with 70 units being 

operational compared to the target of 14. 
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Under nutrition, the number of children classified as overweight showed a significant increase, 

surpassing the target of 900 and reaching 4,275. This rise was attributed to a lack of knowledge 

regarding proper nutritional practices. Addressing this knowledge gap could be a key strategy 

in tackling childhood overweight and promoting healthier lifestyles. 

Encouragingly, the percentage of infants under 6 months who were exclusively breastfed 

increased from 70% to 80%, surpassing the set target and reaching 81.5%. This achievement 

highlights the success of efforts to promote and support exclusive breastfeeding practices 

among mothers. 

Regarding maternal health, the percentage of pregnant women receiving Iron Folate for at least 

90 days showed remarkable progress. The target of 68% was surpassed, and the achieved figure 

reached 81.5%. This improvement signifies the effectiveness of interventions aimed at 

addressing iron deficiency and promoting healthy pregnancies. 

The percentage of children aged 6 to 59 months receiving Vitamin A supplements twice a year 

witnessed substantial progress, exceeding the target of 70% and reaching 90%. This 

achievement indicates the successful implementation of vitamin A supplementation programs, 

which are vital for children's growth and development. 

The County has made strides in improving health promotion and behavioural changes related 

to health issues. A total of 36 radio talk shows were held on the control of non-communicable 

diseases, resulting in improved health seeking behaviour. Additionally, 2,470 Community 

Health Volunteers (CHVs) were trained on non-communicable diseases control and 

prevention, although the target was deemed too high given that the County had never had such 

a number of CHVs before. 

Health promotion messages reached a total of 259,236 households through media platforms 

and household visits by CHVs. In terms of community health services, the County established 

247 functional community units, but only 41 were fully functional and equipped with support 

from CMMB. As a result, 279,969 persons were referred to health facilities by CHVs, but the 

baselines and targets were considered too high due to the CHS structure not being well-

established. 

On the issue of clean water and sanitation, the County saw improvements in household access 

to safe water, with 65% of households having access compared to the previous 30%. This was 

attributed to the supplies of water treatment chemicals provided by CHVs. Moreover, 100% of 

households had access to a sanitary facility, thanks to market-based sanitation marketing 

supported by CHVs and PHOs. The number of units fully using sanitary facilities also increased 

from 3,555 to 4,930. 

Routine inspections conducted by PHOs resulted in an increase in the number of trade premises 

meeting minimum requirements on hygiene and sanitation, with the number rising from 6,461 

to 10,403. Finally, 90% of public health facilities were disposing of healthcare waste 

appropriately, and health care workers were trained on waste management and provided with 

waste collection supplies. 
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The county established a palliative care centre with both in-patient and outpatient departments 

fully equipped, and the target for the number of palliative care units established was achieved. 

In improving health care county-wide, the goal was to operationalize 24 new health facilities, 

but the county was able to operationalize 45 new health facilities. However, the goal of 

adopting the county health bill was not achieved. The target for the number of health facilities 

using IHMIS was not met due to budget constraints. 

In monitoring and evaluation of services, programs/projects, the goal was to improve M&E in 

the ministry. The County Health Sector M&ETWG was operationalized, and the Ministry's 

M&E framework was partially operationalized.

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2.4.7 Trade, Industry MSMEs, Innovation and Cooperatives  
During the implementation of CIDP II from 2017 to 2022, the Ministry of Trade, Industry, 

MSMEs, Innovation, and Cooperatives has achieved significant milestones in promoting 

competitiveness and inclusive growth. The following are the key accomplishments of the 

Ministry during this period. 

Cooperative promotion and development 

The cooperative program aimed to increase the number of registered cooperative societies. The 

baseline was set at 205 in 2017, and the target was 305 by 2022. However, the program was 

affected by tough precautionary measures to contain COVID-19, including the suspension of 

AGMs, committee management meetings, and public gatherings, which affected service 

delivery. As a result, the program achieved a total of 356 registered cooperative societies. 

In addition to increasing the number of registered cooperative societies, the program aimed to 

increase membership, improve management, enhance transparency and accountability, and 

improve leadership and governance. The program surpassed its target of increasing the number 

of registered cooperative society’s members from 60,321 to 82,511, and active cooperative 

societies from 146 to 267.  

Trade and Investment 

The Trade and Investment program aimed to improve the legal and policy environment, 

construct modern market infrastructure, renovate markets, and improve the jua kali sheds/sites. 

It also aimed to improve livestock markets, establish cottage industries, provide capacity 

building for MSMEs, improve access to affordable credit, enforce weights and measures, 

promote honey processing, construct and rehabilitate county abattoirs, and purchase livestock 

trucks. The program achieved some of its targets, such as the establishment of four cottage 

industries against the target of two and surpassing the target for the MSMEs Fund (County 

Empowerment Fund), with 2,814 loans issued against the target of 620. However, it did not 

meet most of its targets due to insufficient funds, including the construction of modern market 

infrastructure, improvement of jua kali sheds/sites, improvement of livestock markets, 

purchase of livestock trucks, and honey processing.  

Capacity building of cooperative officials and members 

The programme aimed to improve the capacity of cooperative officials and members to 

effectively manage the affairs of their societies. The target was to train 7,500 cooperative 

officials and members by 2022, with a baseline of 2,500 in 2017. However, only 2,300 officials 

and members were trained, indicating that the target was not achieved due to insufficient 

funding. 

Cooperative Marketing and Value Addition 

The programme aimed to increase the income of cooperative societies by promoting marketing 

and value addition activities. The target was to establish two cottage industries for value 

addition by 2022, with a baseline of zero in 2017. However, the target was surpassed as four 

cottage industries were established due to a change in priority. 
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Due to limited financing and resources, the Trade and Investment and Cooperative programs 

have had mixed success in reaching their goals. However, because to shifts in priorities, certain 

goals were exceeded. The implementation of various initiatives was also hampered by 

constraints related to understaffing, staff movement, and logistical problems. To ensure that 

the remaining targets are met by 2022, the County should prioritize allocating resources to 

these programs.

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2.4.8 Culture, Gender, Youth, ICT, Sports and Social Services 

The Ministry of Culture, Gender, Youth, ICT, Sports, and Social Services has made notable 

strides in advancing competitiveness and inclusive growth while implementing CIDP II 

between 2017 and 2022. The Ministry's significant achievements during this period are as 

follows: 

In the culture sector, progress has been made in the completion of the gallery 1, II, III at 

Lower Eastern Heritage Centre at Tseikuru, which stands at 30% of the target. Additionally, 

engagement with institutions relevant to the department is at 60%, and frameworks with local 

and national partners have been strengthened. 

For gender, social development, and children services sector, the socio-economic 

empowerment initiatives for women and community groups achieved 494 out of 534 groups 

target. The completion of eight resource centres and social halls is at 2 out of the 8, and child 

development initiatives for 20% of the target have been supported. The sector has only 

achieved 30% of the target in accessing 30% public procurement for 2470 persons and 494 

women registered companies. The county is yet to complete the entire wards in forming the 

gender awareness and response framework, and sensitization seminars and barazas for SGBV 

and other related family cohesive matters have only reached 40% of the target. 

In the sports sector, the construction of ultra-modern stadia complex, which has a target of 

100%, is at 0% due to inadequate funding, delayed disbursement of funds, Covid 19 effects, 

and FKF wrangles. The upgrade of sports facilities in at least one per village is at 45%, while 

talent development in rugby and sports equipment/kit to teams and clubs have reached 100% 

and 35% of the targets, respectively. The county is yet to set up a County Sports Council. 

For youth development, approximately 6800 youths were trained and employed in 

KICOYDEC, albeit in phases, instead of the targeted 800. The youth skills development 

program for 3,200 youths trained only 1,920, and only 48 youths per ward were trained in the 

entire 40 wards due to limited financial resources. 

Overall, the county has made progress in some areas, while others are still below the set targets 

due to various challenges, including inadequate funding, Covid 19 effects, and delayed 

disbursement of funds.

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2.4.9 Energy, Environment, Forestry, Natural and Mineral Resources  

The County Integrated Development Plan (CIDP) II (2017-2022) outlined various programmes 

and projects aimed at improving the environment, energy, minerals, and other sectors in Kitui 

County. In the environment sub-sector, the programme focused on environmental research, tree 

growing and forest conservation, alternative livelihood for the communities affected by the 

charcoal ban, and water catchment conservation and rehabilitation. 

The project to develop and review policies to enhance compliance to environmental 

regulations, including the charcoal management Act, wood fuel value chain policy, sand 

harvesting bill, and noise pollution regulations, has achieved its target of reviewing and 

developing two legal documents. 

The tree growing and forest conservation project aimed to identify and promote drought-

tolerant tree species for propagation and to establish tree-growing nurseries. Although the 

project has only identified and promoted three drought-tolerant tree species out of the target of 

twelve, it has established one nursery out of the target of eighty. Furthermore, the project has 

promoted the commercial growing of 225,426 high-value and multipurpose tree species, which 

will help mitigate climate change. 

The alternative livelihood project aimed to establish commercial tree nurseries, poultry and 

goats’ rearing to benefit communities affected by the charcoal ban. So far, the project has 

benefited 800 households, which has led to improved livelihoods for the affected communities. 

The water catchment conservation and rehabilitation project focused on conservation and 

protection of river banks and catchment areas along major rivers and streams. The project aims 

to conserve five catchment sites and rehabilitate three water catchment sites. Although the 

project has only conserved three catchment sites and rehabilitated one water catchment site, it 

has led to improved water catchments. 

In the energy sub-sector, the programme focused on promotion and adoption of renewable 

energy technologies, rural electrification in partnership with REA and Kenya Power, and 

alternative livelihood for the communities affected by the charcoal ban. 

The project to promote and install solar security lights has achieved the target of installing 

1,508 lights out of the target of 2,400. Additionally, the project has installed 25 solar-powered 

water pumps out of the target of 120, produced 20 briquettes out of the target of 120, and 

established seven woodlots out of the target of fifteen. Moreover, the project has trained 82 

households on installation of clean cook stoves, which has enhanced the use of renewable 

energy technologies. 

The rural electrification project aims to connect 10,000 institutions and households but has 

only managed to connect 8,000 institutions and households. The alternative livelihood project 

has established five efficient energy-saving technologies, which has improved livelihoods for 

the affected communities. 
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In the minerals sub-sector, the programme focused on the establishment of a mineral database, 

mapping and documentation of mineral resources and their location, quantities and quality, 

community sensitization and awareness creation in mineral-rich zones, and capacity building 

of artisanal mining groups. 

The project to map and document mineral resources and their location, quantities and quality 

has achieved the target of documenting 80 reports out of the target of 6. Additionally, the 

project has facilitated ten awareness meetings out of the target of twenty and trained ten 

groups/associations/SACCOs in minerals rich zones out of the target of ten. 

Overall, the monitoring and evaluation project has led to improved service delivery to the 

citizens. The land adjudication in minerals rich zones project and the establishment of cottage 

industries project have not achieved any targets, but the formation and capacity building of 

community liaison committees, as well as facilitated formation of Community Development 

Agreements in minerals rich areas, have each achieved five and zero targets, respectively.

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2.4.10 Finance, Economic Planning and Revenue Management  

Programme Name: Economic Planning program 

The Economic Planning program has made some notable achievements in line with the 

Programme Outcome/Key Output Indicators as per the County Integrated Development Plan 

(CIDP) for the period of 2018-2022. The following is a detailed narration of the key 

achievements, baseline, target, and comments: 

Budgets: The program has achieved its target of prioritizing allocation of resources, with five 

budgets approved. Additionally, the program has prepared 20 budget BIRs, which exceeds the 

target of 16. This is an impressive achievement that indicates that the program has been 

effective in managing resources and ensuring that they are allocated where they are most 

needed. 

Efficient and timely preparation of plan documents: The program has prepared the required 

number of plan documents, including one CIDP report and five each of ADPs, CFSPs, and 

CBROPs. However, only one Sector Plan has been compiled, which is below the target of five. 

The mid-term CIDP review report has been prepared, indicating that the program is on track to 

meet its target of efficient and timely preparation of plan documents. 

Monitoring and Evaluation: The program has achieved its target of one CIDP mid-term and 

end-term review, with the mid-term review already prepared.  

Programme Name: Internal Audit 

The Audit Committee met its target of holding 20 meetings by the end of the period, indicating 

efficiency and effectiveness in the use of county resources. 

30 out of 30 projects were audited meeting the set target. 

Programme Name: Resource Mobilization (Revenue) 

The Resource Mobilization (Revenue) program had several key achievements between 2018 

and 2022. In terms of local revenue mobilization, the program was able to achieve its target of 

preparing four finance bills and public participation reports, despite the challenges posed by 

the Covid-19 pandemic. Additionally, the program prepared one revenue enhancement plan 

strategy, meeting its target. However, the number of staff training sessions held was below the 

target due to insufficient funding. Regarding effective regulation of revenue collection and 

reporting, the program achieved its target of preparing 60 revenue reports and 60 Controller of 

Budget reports. The program also successfully installed one e-revenue system, met the target 

of producing 60 reports from the system, and carried out 10 field visits and feasibility studies, 

although this was below the target due to inadequate personnel and funding. The program faced 

several challenges, such as constrained budget and insufficient funding, which hindered 

progress in some areas. For instance, only one revenue collection vehicle was purchased, 

despite the target of acquiring eight, due to a lack of funds. Additionally, the program did not 
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prepare any revenue administration bill due to inadequate funds. However, despite the 

challenges, the program was able to achieve its targets in most areas, and progress was made 

towards improving revenue mobilization and regulation.

In the planned period Kitui Municipality targeted to improve: road network and other 

infrastructure and construction of modern market. Target was to tarmac 9 kilometres of road 

but only 7.71 kilometres was done, 15 kilometres were gravelled out of 19-kilometer target, 35 

roads signs were elected against target of 60, paved walkways 2.1km against 4km,9 kilometres 

were developed in residential area against target of 18 kilometres. One modern Kithomboani 

market currently at 85% percent physical progress. Waste campaign sensitization surpassed 

target of 10 by 5 due to joint effort of municipality and stake holders like NEMA, Red cross 

and University students.  

Kitui Municipality targeted to have dustless town by tarmacking 9 km. At the end of the plan 

period, the sector achieved 7.71km which is equivalent to 85.6%.

2.4.14 Mwingi Town Administration  

At the beginning of the plan period, the number of kilometres of road improved to bitumen 

standard was 7. At the end of the plan period, the number of kilometres of road improved to 

bitumen standard stood at 11.8. This achievement can be attributed to the support received 

from Kenya Roads Board (KRB) that contributed in even the exceeding of the planned targets. 

The number of government public toilets at the beginning of the plan period was one with a 

plan to construct two more within the plan period. At the end of the plan period, the 

municipality managed to construct three more public toilets due to public demand. 

The municipality targeted to extend the slaughterhouse during the plan period. Even though 

there was no extension during the plan period, repairs and maintenance was done. Lighting of 

the slaughter house, erection of shed & bench and repairs of the gate and fence were 

accomplished. Besides, installation of two 10,000 litre tanks and their basements was done. 

This has contributed to improved sanitation and security in the facility.  

At the beginning of the plan period, there were six (6) culvert lines installed. The municipality 

managed to install fifteen (15) more culvert lines within plan period, against a target of forty-

three (43) due to budgetary constraints. 

At the beginning of the plan period, the number of kilometres of drainage channel constructed 

was 1 while at the end of the planning period it increased to 1.8.  

The security of the municipality especially at night improved due to installation of 0.6 

kilometres of street lights to supplement 11.6 kilometres which had street lights at the 

beginning of the planning period.

2.4.15 Agriculture and Livestock 

The county government set out a number of targets to improve water access, increase 

agricultural productivity, and enhance food security and nutrition. The following are some of 

the achievements made towards these targets: 

 Water Access: The county aimed to reduce the time taken to reach water points from 

60 to 45 minutes. This was achieved through the drilling and equipping of more 

boreholes, the rehabilitation of existing boreholes, and the extension/rehabilitation of 

water supply pipelines across the county. 

 Irrigation: The County targeted to increase the area under irrigation to 700 hectares, 

but exceeded this target by reaching 2,054 hectares. This was achieved through the 

successful implementation of various irrigation schemes across the county. 

 Sorghum Farming: The County aimed to increase the number of households 

undertaking sorghum farming to 85,000, but surpassed this target by reaching 98,000 
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households. This was attributed to the implementation of various interventions under 

the Crop Development and Management programme, which improved livelihoods, 

food security, and nutrition. 

 Green Gram Production: The County aimed to increase hectares on green grams 

production annually to 94,500, but exceeded this target by reaching 117,800 hectares. 

This covered 80,882 farmers annually and was achieved through the Ndengu 

Revolution programmes and other county interventions. 

 Mango Farming: The County aimed to increase the number of households growing 

mangoes to 45,000, but surpassed this target by reaching 48,079 households. The 

county also produced 30,795 metric tons of mangoes annually, thanks to the 

establishment of improved varieties and support provided to farmers through various 

programmes. 

Overall, the county government made significant strides towards improving water access, 

increasing agricultural productivity, and enhancing food security and nutrition. These 

achievements were attributed to the successful implementation of various programmes and 

interventions across the county.

2.4.16 Lands, Housing and Urban Development 

At the beginning of plan period, the Ministry aimed at establishing a County GIS Lab that is 

fully operational. At the end of plan period, the lab was operational with the required staff and 
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housed at one of the offices in the Municipality block. This was attributed to the timely release 

of funds by the county and the commitment by the county to have GIS based decision making 

in future endeavours. 

Within the planning period, the Physical Planning department planned to prepare 600 

georeferenced market layout plans with the aim of helping the department to solve various 

plots disputes, gather information pertaining to the respective market centres and to help the 

county improve revenue collection through plot rates. At the end of planning period, only 21 

were prepared. This was attributed to timely release of funds for implementation of the 

programme. Failure to achieve the target was attributed to misallocation of funds to other 

programmes other than the ones planned for. 

The Department also aimed at preparing a County Spatial Plan at the beginning of the plan 

period. The county in collaboration with the University of Nairobi initiated the project by 

entering into an agreement and signing of M.O.U. At the end of plan period, the County Spatial 

Plan was at situation analysis stage (25%). The Failure to complete the project was attributed 

to untimely release of funds by the County, Lack of cooperation between the land Ministry and 

the University of Nairobi in executing the project. 

In addition, the Ministry sought to prepare at least 8 local Physical and Land Use Development 

plans, At the end of plan period, two draft Plans (which were awarded to a consultant were 

complete), only awaiting advertisement and approval by the County.

2.5 Challenges 

Implementation of sector programmes was faced with different challenges that hindered 

achievement of targets. These challenges are highlighted below: 

Inadequate and untimely disbursement of funds: This hampered timely implementation of 

programmes. 

Inadequate human capacity: This includes low staffing levels and inadequate technical skills 

among the staff.  

Unfavourable weather conditions: low rainfall and high temperatures was experienced across 

the county affecting implementation of some projects in water and sanitation and agricultural 

related projects which highly depend on water availability. Charcoal burning has exacerbated 

the situation. 

Use of Outdated Technology: High percentage of farmers use traditional technologies in 

farming which leads to low animal and crop productivity. This highly affected the performance 

of agricultural sector in the county. 

Increase in crop Diseases and Pests: Frequent outbreaks of diseases and pests has affected 

the production of crops and livestock 

Poor road and ICT network: This has resulted in delayed delivery of agricultural products to 

the Markets hence reduced quality specifically during the rain seasons. It has also hindered 

smooth implementation of programmes as a result of poor internet connectivity. 

Inadequate policy and frameworks: Lack of/ inadequate comprehensive policy, legal and 

institutional framework required to support implementation of some programmes. The county 

also lacks clear public participation laws and guidelines.  
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Weak Monitoring, Evaluation and Reporting: Inadequate funding to do M&E of 

programmes has hindered timely implementation of projects. 

2.6 Emerging Issues  

This section highlights the unforeseen issues that arose during implementation period that 

needed or needs to be addressed. 

2.6.1 Re-emerging and increased cases of non-communicable diseases  

Re-emergence of rising cases of Non- Communicable Diseases (NCDs) have increased the 

County’s disease burden. These include “lifestyle diseases” in addition to diseases attributed 

to risky behaviour especially among the youth.  

2.6.2 Emergence of COVID 19 pandemics 

In response to the Covid-19 pandemic, the Ministry of Health issued containment measures 

that required different sectors to take action. To comply with these measures, the County 

Government implemented a number of initiatives including the setting up of hand washing 

stations, providing sanitizers and masks, and empowering local groups to supply personal 

protective equipment (PPEs). In addition, the government conducted sensitization programs to 

encourage the staff and citizens to adhere to the protective measures put in place. 

One of the critical measures that the County government implemented to contain the spread of 

Covid-19 was the setting up of hand washing stations. These stations were placed in various 

locations, including public spaces and institutions, to ensure that everyone had access to clean 

water and soap to wash their hands regularly. The government also provided sanitizers and 

masks, which were distributed to the public free of charge. This was aimed at reducing the risk 

of transmission of the virus and promoting good hygiene practices. 

To enhance the supply of PPEs, the government empowered local groups to produce and supply 

these essential items. This not only helped to address the shortage of PPEs in the country but 

also created employment opportunities for the locals. The government also conducted 

sensitization programs to educate the public on the importance of adhering to the protective 

measures put in place. These measures included social distancing, wearing masks, and washing 

hands regularly. 

2.6.3 Outbreak of Locusts 

In late 2019, Kitui County in Kenya experienced an outbreak of locusts, devastatingly affecting 

crops and vegetation in the region. The locusts, which were believed to have originated from 

Yemen, first appeared in the northern part of the county and quickly spread to other areas. 

The swarms of locusts consumed large amounts of vegetation, including crops such as maize, 

beans, and cowpeas, which were the main sources of livelihood for many farmers in the area. 

The destruction of crops led to food shortages, and many families were left without enough 

food to eat. 
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The Kenyan government responded by deploying teams of experts to spray affected areas with 

insecticides, and the Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) provided support in the form 

of surveillance and monitoring. However, the massive size of the swarms and the difficult 

terrain made it challenging to control the outbreak. 

Despite the efforts of the government and international organizations, the locust outbreak had 

a significant impact on the economy and food security of the region which included: - 

 Crop destruction: The locusts fed on crops and vegetation, causing massive destruction 

to farmlands, gardens, and pastures. The loss of crops and vegetation resulted in a 

shortage of food, and farmers suffered significant economic losses. 

 Threat to food security: The outbreak posed a significant threat to food security, 

particularly in rural areas, where agriculture is the main source of livelihood. The 

destruction of crops and vegetation meant that many families were left without food, 

leading to malnutrition and hunger. 

 Environmental degradation: The locusts destroyed crops and vegetation, leading to 

environmental degradation. The loss of vegetation made the soil more susceptible to 

erosion, and this could lead to long-term impacts on the ecosystem. 

 Economic losses: The outbreak of locusts affected the county's economy, particularly 

the agricultural sector. Farmers lost their crops and income, leading to a decline in 

economic activities. 

 Increased poverty: The locust outbreak worsened poverty levels in the county, 

particularly for vulnerable households, such as women-headed households, the elderly, 

and people with disabilities. The loss of crops and income meant that many households 

could not meet their basic needs. 

 Health risks: The use of pesticides to control the locusts posed health risks to humans, 

animals, and the environment. The pesticides could cause respiratory problems, skin 

irritation, and other health issues if not handled correctly. 

Lessons Learnt from the Locust’s Outbreak 

 Early warning systems are critical in detecting and responding to locust invasions. 

Improved surveillance and monitoring can help prevent the spread of locusts and 

minimize damage to crops. 

 A timely response is crucial in controlling locust outbreaks. Delayed response can lead 

to rapid spread and severe damage, making it more difficult to control the situation. 

 Capacity building and training are essential to enable communities to participate in the 

control of locust outbreaks. This includes training in surveillance, monitoring, and 

control techniques. 

 Coordination and collaboration among stakeholders are crucial in effective locust 

control. This includes government agencies, NGOs, communities, and other 

stakeholders, who must work together to prevent and control locust invasions. 
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 Climate change is exacerbating the problem of locust invasions, making them more 

frequent and severe. Efforts to mitigate climate change and promote sustainable 

agriculture practices can help reduce the frequency and severity of locust outbreaks. 

 There is a need for investment in research and innovation to develop new, more 

effective control methods for locusts. This includes the development of new pesticides, 

biological control methods, and other technologies. 

 There is also a need to support affected communities in the aftermath of locust 

invasions, including through the provision of food aid, livestock support, and other 

forms of assistance to help them recover from the impact of the locusts. 

 Collaborative efforts are crucial in controlling the spread of locusts. The response from 

various government agencies, local communities, and international organizations was 

critical in combating the outbreak. 

 Sustainable and environmentally friendly methods should be employed in controlling 

locusts. Chemical spraying was the primary method used in Kitui County, but this can 

have negative impacts on the environment and human health. Alternatives such as 

biological control, such as the use of birds, should be explored. 

2.7 Lessons Learnt 
During implementation of the of the 2018-2022 CIDP the following new knowledge emerged 

and shall inform the operationalization of the 2023-2017 phase. 

 Need for Public participation in programmes design and implementation: A public 

consultation is important for the successful implementation of programmes since it 

enhances ownership and minimize cases of thuggery and vandalism of projects 

 Cooperation and collaboration between the two arms of the County Government & 

other state organs is important to ensure effective and efficient service delivery. 

 Development of realistic development plans, procurement plans and cash flow 

projections enable timely implementation and payment of works done and minimizes 

incurring of pending bills. 

 A comprehensive monitoring and evaluation framework was required in project 

tracking and reporting of the progress of various projects to ensure timely programmes 

implementation. 

 Collaboration and teamwork by the relevant organizations and stakeholders at all levels 

of planning and implementation of County flagship projects ensures a smooth 

implementation of the County’s policies, programmes and projects.

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CHAPTER THREE: SPATIAL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK 

3.1  Spatial Development Framework  

This chapter provides the spatial framework within which development projects and 

programmes will be implemented. The chapter also indicates progress made in preparation of 

county spatial plans 

Background 

This chapter is anchored on the strategic objective of chapter five of the Constitution of Kenya 

2010 outlined in Sec 60 which provides that “land shall be managed in a manner that is 

equitable, efficient and sustainable”. This horizon orientation is nudged in the CIDP through 

Sec 110 of the County Governments Act 2012 which provides that “There shall be a ten-year 

county GIS based database system spatial plan for each county, which shall be a component 

part of the county integrated development plan”.  

The county spatial plan lay out a land use framework postulating optimal utilization of the land 

resource based on an objective competitive and comparative advantage(s) analysis of 

alternative array of uses. The plan provides a spatial depiction of the economic and social 

development programmes of the county as articulated in the CIDP, linkages to the Kenya 

National Spatial Plan 2015-2045 and regional plans, and a succinct realization of the 

envisioned sustainable development outcomes. The ultimate objective of a spatial plan is to 

harness the highest return on investment on land, a scarce resource and key factor of 

production, by governments and private investors. 

Kitui County has not finalized developing the county spatial plan. Nonetheless, in an effort to 

spur investment strengths and splendour opportunities, the county government of Kitui mapped 

and demarcated its entire land into six economic and investment zones (EIZs). The EIZs are 

conceptualized as a strategic positioning nerve centre for promoting investments.  

The following are the EIZ’s as outlined in Kitui County Vision for Economic and Social 

Transformation 2025: 

 Kyuso-Tseikuru-Mumoni economic and investment zone. 

 Mui basin economic and investment Zone.

Urban Development 

The County Governments are charged with the responsibility of management of Urban Areas 

as per the functions conferred by the Fourth Schedule of the Constitution. In undertaking this 

mandate the counties are expected to perform the functions of offering urban services and 

offering urban administrative functions.  

The Ministry of Lands, Housing, and Urban Development is one of the Ministries within the 

County Government of Kitui that is charged with urban development in the County.  

The ministry was created through an Executive order by the H.E the Governor and in 

accordance to the Kenya Constitution, 2010 and the County Government Act 2011. 

Urban development is one of the departments in the ministry which is responsible for the;  

Urban integrated space planning 

Development of urban structures. 

Urban hygiene 

Capital investment framework. 

Any urban areas Policy formulation. 

 

Legal framework 

The constitution of Kenya 2010 

The Article 184 of the Constitution of Kenya (CoK) 2010, provides that,  

(1) National legislation shall provide for the governance and management of urban areas and 

cities and shall, in particular— 

 (a) establish criteria for classifying areas as urban areas and cities, 

 (b) establish the principles of governance and management of urban areas and cities; and (c) 

provide for participation by residents in the governance of urban areas and cities. 

 (2) National legislation contemplated in clause (1) may include mechanisms for identifying 

different categories of urban areas and cities, and for their governance. 

 This formed the basis of the development of the urban areas and Cities act. 

Urban areas and cities act 2011, amended 2019 

This act gives effect to Article 184 of the Constitution of Kenya (CoK) 2010. 

It provides for: the classification, governance and management of urban areas and cities; and 

provides the criteria for establishing urban areas and; the participation of residents in the 

governance of urban areas and cities. 

 

Urbanization 

As a result of devolution, Kitui urban areas are experiencing high rates in-migration leading to 

increase in the resident populations hence urban density.  

The establishment of Sub County headquarters to these urban areas and deployment of staff 

has also attracted other development and economic activities hence increasing the urban 

population and demand for resources.  
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These urban areas are not exceptional in experiencing the effects of the dynamics of 

urbanization include; garbage generations, threat to security, environmental pollutions among 

others.  This is really overstretching the existing infrastructure and calling for a guided and 

well managed County intervention. 

 

 Urban areas inventory 

One of the priority projects in the Ministry of Lands, Housing and Urban Development is to 

prepare a County urban areas inventory which will involve carrying out a situational analysis 

of these rapidly upcoming urban areas in the county based on the provisions the schedule of 

the urban areas and Cities Act, ranking them as per their capacity, population and level of their 

service delivery and identifying the gaps in terms of the available and required infrastructure 

based on population growth rate and future projections. 

The initiative is informed by the fact that development partners including World Bank funded 

programmes are currently being channeled to Counties and Regions through urban 

administrations including Municipalities and Town Administrations. 

The inventory will facilitate the equity in implementing county development projects within 

these urban areas so as to arrest the demands posed by the increased urban resident population. 

It shall provide a basis for identification of urban hierarchies and guide the future conferment 

of urban centers to the subsequent urban hierarchy.  

Urban areas hierarchy 

The urban Areas and cities act provides the hierarchy of urban areas as Cities, Municipalities, 

Towns and Markets.  

Eligibility for grant of a town status 

Section 8(1) of UACA provides that, County executive committee member in charge of urban 

development applies to the county executive committee for consideration for the conferment 

of an area to a Town. 

Section 8(2) provides that, Where the executive committee approves the application, the county 

governor shall constitute an ad hoc committee to consider the recommendation and advise as 

appropriate. 

Section 10(1) of UACA guides that, the county governor may, in consultation with the 

committee constituted under section 8(2), confer the status of a town on an area that meets the 

criteria set out in subsection (2). 

Section 10(2) sets out clearly the criteria for conferment of an urban area to a town status if it 

has— 

a resident population of at least 10000 persons as per latest and gazette population census 

results  

demonstrable economic, functional and financial viability; 

the existence of an integrated development plan in accordance with this Act; 

the capacity to effectively and efficiently deliver essential services to its residents as provided 

in the First Schedule; and 

Sufficient space for expansion. 

 

AD HOC committee 

The ad hoc committee constituted by the governor shall; 
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Carry out situational analysis of the proposed urban area for elevation and do a comprehensive 

report on the area’s eligibility. 

Formulate a Town Charter for the proposed Town. 

Present the report and the charter to the Cabinet for approval. 

The report and the Town Charter shall then be presented to the county assembly for approval. 

 

Conferment-  

The Governor endorses the approved report and the town Charter 

The Governor grants the charter to the key ministry for implementation 

Implementation of the charter shall include; 

Recruitment of the Town staff 

Allocation of the Town Budget 

Prepare and Integrated urban development plan (IUDeP) for that town in accordance with the 

Third Schedule, of Urban Areas and Cities Act, 2011. 

 

 

Delineation of the Town boundary 

Section 10 B. (1) of the amended Act provides that, delineation of the boundaries of a Town 

may be initiated by a county governor. 

(2) The county governor shall, for the purpose of subsection (1), appoint by notice in the county 

Gazette an ad hoc committee to delineate the boundaries of a Town. 

Composition of the boundary delineation committee 

A representative of the Independent Electoral and Boundaries Commission based at the county 

office, who shall be the chairperson; 

Two representatives from the county government drawn from — 

(i) the county department for the time being responsible for urban development who shall be 

the secretary; 

(ii) the county department for the time being responsible for environment; 

a representative of the national government based at the county office; 

 two representatives from the following professional associations in the county — 

(i) Institute of Surveyors of Kenya; and 

(ii) Kenya Institute of Planners. 

Governance and management of towns  

Section 18 of UACA amended 2019, which has repealed and replaced the Section 31 of the 

principal act provides that, management of a Town shall be vested in a town committee. 

 

Composition of the town committee 

The same section has provided that the town committee shall be comprised of five members, 

who will be county governor’s appointees upon approval by the county assembly and will be 

constituted as follows, 

 The county executive committee member responsible for urban areas and cities or his 

representative; 

 Two members appointed competitively by the county governor; 
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 A cluster representing registered associations of the informal sector; and 

 A cluster representing the business community. 

 

Appointment of a town administrator 

Section 31(B) of the amended act has provided that the county public service board to appoint 

a town administrator to each conferred town who shall perform such functions as the town 

committee may determine and the qualifications of a town administrator. 

 

Functions of the committee 

Amended section 31 provides that the function of the town committee shall perform functions 

similar to either a municipality of a city board in that town which include the following;  

Oversee the affairs of the town;  

Develop and adopt policies, plans, strategies and programmes, and may set targets for delivery 

of services; 

 

Formulate and implement an integrated development plan; 

Control land use, land sub-division, land development and zoning by public and private sectors 

for any purpose, including industry, commerce, markets, shopping and other employment 

centres, residential areas, recreational areas, parks, entertainment, passenger transport, 

agriculture, and freight and transit stations within the framework of the spatial and master plans 

for the city or municipality as may be delegated by the county government; 

As may be delegated by the county government, promote and undertake infrastructural 

development and services within the town 

Develop and manage schemes, including site development in collaboration with the relevant 

national and county agencies; 

Maintain a comprehensive database and information system of the administration and provide 

public access thereto upon payment of a nominal fee to be determined by the board; 

Administer and regulate its internal affairs;  

Implement applicable national and county legislation; Urban Areas and Cities 

Enter into such contracts, partnerships or joint ventures as it may consider necessary for the 

discharge of its functions under this Act or other written law; 

Monitor and, where appropriate, regulate town services where those services are provided by 

service providers other than the town committee 

Prepare and submit its annual budget estimates to the relevant Ministry of Finance, Economic 

Planning & Revenue Maangement, for consideration and submission to the County Assembly 

for approval as part of the annual County Appropriation Bill; 

As may be delegated by the county government, collect rates, taxes levies, duties, fees and 

surcharges on fees; 

Settle and implement tariff, rates and tax and debt collection policies as delegated by the county 

government; 

Monitor the impact and effectiveness of any services, policies, programmes or plans; 

establish, implement and monitor performance management systems; 

Promote a safe and healthy environment;  

Facilitate and regulate public transport; and 
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Perform such other functions as may be delegated to it by the county government or as may be 

provided for by any written law. 

 Eligibility Market centre 

Section 10A (1) in the amended UACA provided the eligibility of any urban area to a Market 

where the county governor may, upon approval of the county assembly, confer the status of a 

market centre on an area that meets the criteria given.  

Section 10A (2) sets out the criteria to be met for any area to qualify to be a market including 

if the area has;   

a resident population of at 2000 residents; and 

an integrated urban area development plan (IUDeP)  

 

Governance and management of a market centre 

A market centre shall be governed and managed by the county government. 

Therefore, upon completion of the preparation of the urban areas inventory, the county 

government will have a basis of ranking and defining its urban areas as municipalities, towns 

and markets and projecting for the levels of services at every urban area.

Executive Committee under the leadership of the County Governor. The implementation of 

programmes within the department will be the under the leadership of the respective County 

Executive Committee Member (CECM) assisted by the Chief Officer who runs the day-to-day 

operation so the department. The Executive Committee members will work in collaboration 

with the National government and County Assembly. Other stakeholders who will be engaged 

in the process are development partners, devolved county level unit, county public serve, 

county budget and economic forum (CBEF) and non-state actors.

v. Vibrant County Civil Society Organizations with strong capacity: 

The capacity of civil society and NGOs will be important in 

strengthening their networks so that they can attract joint programmes 

with various stakeholders within and outside the County. 

vi. Strengthen institutional structures of Co-operatives and Societies: 

Ensure that co- operative societies function well and attract funding. 

vii. County to adopt efficient and accessible processing of transactions 

Payment of bills will be in line with the Country government prompt 

payment targets while ensuring best practices in relationships with 

contractors and suppliers; 

 Computing systems will be improved and extended to support delivering financial 

support services to users; 

 The County to ensure that financial systems are set up in the context of utilization of e-

government; 
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 To develop and implement prudent financial systems and controls; 

 Automation of County operations; and 

 Connect revenue module to IFMIS 

  

5.3.3 Resource Mobilization and Management Strategies  

This section discusses the resource mobilization strategies including revenue raising, asset 

management, financial management, debt management, capital financing, and accountability. 

Strategies for revenue mobilization along with budget projections required to manage the 

County government are also discussed. The section further discusses key revenue streams 

including own-source, the equitable share of national revenue, expected conditional grants 

from National Government and Development Partners as well as the Public-Private 

Partnerships (PPPs) arrangement. The various revenue management strategies available to the 

county include the following: 

i. Generate revenue from service provision, partnership with non- state actors, 

development grants and loans, expanding the base through trade and tourism, 

encouraging private investments, and establishing light industries; 

ii. Host business forums and investor conferences to attract investment and financing into 

the County; 

iii. Explore new and innovative financing mechanisms to attract private sector investment 

through mutually agreed arrangements; 

iv. Pursue PPPs aimed at delivering some of the key projects; 

v. Mobilize resources through borrowing particularly in the medium term once the 

relevant institutional framework is in place; 

vi. Grants from development partners. Control and management of grants, including 

procedures to ensure that grants are spent on the basis of the Integrated County 

Development Plan is specified under the PFM Act 2012. 

vii. Provide information including website postings on viable programs and projects to 

attract potential investors; 

viii. Preparation of funding proposals to potential financiers and donors for consideration to 

be done either directly by the communities or by the County Government; and 

ix. Enhance the traditional sources of County revenues. 

x. Other important consideration on internally generated revenues will include: 

xi. Instituting strict supervision of revenue collection; 

xii. Installation of E-revenue which will increase revenue collection and be cost effective; 

xiii. Review of rates and fees charged in the County for various services; 

xiv. Use of monthly bus park stickers instead of daily receipts 

xv. Improved service delivery and enhanced efficiency in public finance management to 

create fiscal space; 

xvi. Use of standardized weighing machines at barriers for ascertaining the tonnage of sand, 

charcoal and stock 

xvii. Installation of CCTV Cameras in all barriers for close supervision to avoid revenue 

leakage. 
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xviii. Use of the Built, Operate, Transfer Model (BOT) to put up social and commercial 

infrastructure. 

xix. Survey and put barriers in areas which need barriers. 

 

5.3.4 Assets, Financial Management and Accountability 

According to Article 226 of the Constitution, The National Treasury is expected to design and 

prescribe an efficient financial management system for the national and county governments 

to ensure transparent financial management and standard financial reporting. The Ministry of 

Finance, Economic Planning & Revenue Maangement,, subject to the Constitution, will 

monitor, evaluate and oversee the management of public finances and economic affairs of the 

County government including developing and implementing financial and economic policies 

in the County; preparing the annual budget for the County and coordinating the preparation of 

estimates of revenue and expenditure of the County government; coordinating the 

implementation of the budget of the County government; mobilizing resources for funding the 

budgetary requirements of the County government and putting in place mechanisms to raise 

revenue and resources. 

The Ministry of Finance, Economic Planning & Revenue Maangement, will ensure compliance 

with accounting standards prescribed and published by the Accounting Standards Board from 

time to time. It will also ensure proper management and control of, and accounting for the 

finances of the County government and its entities in order to promote efficient and effective 

use of the County's budgetary resources; 

In conformity with the constitutional requirements, the County will undertake to develop 

functional County planning units and improve on plan reporting and implementation, develop 

fund raising policy, adopt modern asset management models including tracking, utilization and 

maintenance and develop human resource capacity to maximize efficiency and lastly 

maximization of resources potential through adoption of technology;  

5.4 Asset Management  

An asset management plan coordinated with all departments with each department being 

accountable for assets it controls will be put in place. This strategy will define implementation 

and documentation of asset management practices, plans, processes and procedures within the 

County. Issues for consideration will include: 

i. Improve revenue management system (using online based systems) and ensuring 

technology-based accounting and reporting systems. 

ii. Eliminate leakages, increase revenue base and efficiency, improve budget design and 

implement expenditure control systems linked to budget and desired outcomes,  

iii. Ensuring that all assets are registered by itemizing their original cost, annual 

depreciation, maintenance costs and expected disposal costs; 

iv. Develop a capital development plan that defines assets built with County capital and 

supporting infrastructure; 

v. Develop a budget for each department’s asset management plan reflecting realistic cost 

of acquisition of necessary assets and disposal of old assets; 
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vi. Developing a Strategic Asset Management Framework (SAMF). This is useful for two 

purposes (i) It provides policies and guidelines to improve asset investment planning 

and management across the County and (ii) It helps facilitate quality advice and 

decision making within the County institutions including the development and review 

of investment proposals. 

 

Financial Management Strategy 

The financial management strategy’s main objective is to ensure a high standard in the 

management of public finances. Development of alternative scenarios reflecting uncertainty 

will be critical in context setting during the final resource allocation decisions on an annual 

basis. The focus will be to: 

i. Set up a prudent minimum level of reserves based on a strategic level risk assessment 

and reassessed annually as part of the budget process; 

ii. Operating within firm cash limits, allocating provision for inflation at start of the 

financial year; 

iii. Contain spending within the approved cash limit for the year ensuring that there are no 

supplementary allocations made from reserves unless under exceptional circumstances; 

and 

iv. Considerations in services delivery: quality, impact, and competitive pricing. 

 

Capital Financing Strategy 

Key issues to be considered under Capital Financing Strategy include: 

i. Better risk management to meet the demanding calls for private developers and lenders 

with appropriate risk sharing between the County government and the private sector; 

ii. Need to review the capital strategy on an annual basis and prepare a five-year 

programme in light of the needs identified in this County Integrated Development Plan, 

(i.e. including vehicles replacement programme and built estate condition survey and 

prepare three-year capital programme in accordance with the strategy); 

iii. Reinvestment of income from disposal of capital assets where possible in order to fund 

new developments and initiatives in the County Integrated Development Plan (CIDP) 

iv. Development of formal procedures for assessment of PPPs in which the focus is ‘value 

for money’ rather than reductions in debt. Value for money will be achieved by an 

appropriate allocation of risk; 

v. The County will also explore the new model called Public-Private Community 

Partnership (PPCP). This will mean that both the County government and private 

players work together for social welfare. 

 

Enhancing Cost Effectiveness Strategies  
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When discussing cost effectiveness, performance of staff is a priority issue on cost 

effectiveness in the delivery of services, thus the importance of improving productivity of staff. 

The strategies include: 

i. Training: The County to conduct a needs assessment of capacity gaps and provide 

relevant trainings for effectiveness and efficiency. 

ii. Monitoring Performance: Staff appraisals to monitor performance to be introduced by 

the County and that monitoring of staff be conducted regularly in the context of 

performance management tool and process. Retention and attraction of right staff is 

important. This will depend on the terms of employment and remuneration. There will 

be need for the County government to adopt Service Charter ensuring that all staff are 

familiar with the aspirations of the County government and to emphasize their role in 

enhancement of service delivery. The County will need to undertake relevant reforms 

to ensure that the ratio of personnel emoluments to total revenue remains within the 

PFM threshold of 35 percent.
