FOREWORD
The County Budget for financial year (FY) 2021/2022 was implemented against a background of

sluggish country’s economic growth arising from the impact of the war in Ukraine. The domestic
economy is vulnerable to the commodity price shocks resulting from the Ukrainian war,
particularly through fuel, fertilizer, wheat and other food imports. Additionally, the country’s
limited export market has been affected by the war as Ukraine is the third largest importer of
Kenya’s coffee and tea. Further, tightening of global financing conditions and weakening of the
Kenyan shilling have increased external financing costs. A bigger percentage of the Country’s
GDP more than 50 percent now goes to servicing of external debts. In 2021, Kenya recorded an
economic growth of 7.5 percent but is projected to go down to 5.5 percent in 2022 owing to the
continued negative effects of the Ukrainian war , tightening of global financing conditions and
vagaries of weather which have resulted in drought and famine in some parts of the country.

In the FY 2021/2022 the county received actual revenues from all sources amounting to Ksh10,
199,380,730 against a budget of Ksh 12,765,640,172. This translated to about 80.0 percent of the
total expected revenues. Equitable share of revenues amounted to Ksh 7,907,027,267 while
county own source revenue was Kshs 302 Million and the Conditional grants received were Ksh
439 Million. Income amounting to Ksh 1,853,367,959 was brought forward from the previous
financial year 2020/2021.

During the period under review, a total of Ksh 10.02 Billion was spent representing an absorption
capacity of 78.5 percent of the total approved budget of Ksh 12,765,640,172. This was a slight
decline compared to absorption rate of 79.9 percent achieved in the previous financial
FY2020/2021. Kshs 9.74 Billion was spent in the previous financial year FY2020/2021 against a
budget of Ksh 12.25 Billion. Recurrent expenditure absorption was 97.3 percent while
development was 55.6 percent. The main challenges faced in the implementation of the FY
2021/2022 were delays in procurement processes and late release of funds from the National

Treasury.

This 2022 County Budget Review and Outlook paper (CBROP) takes into consideration the key
priorities set out in the FY 2023/2024 Annual Development Plan to be implemented in the FY
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2023/2024 budget and the expenditure performance of departments in the previous financial year
and has therefore set out provisional expenditure ceilings. The ceilings will be firmed up during
preparation of the 2023 County Fiscal Strategy Paper (CFSP) .The medium term expenditure
framework and the county fiscal performance will guide the allocation of resources in the MTEF
2023/24-2025/26 and also revision of the current financial year budget FY 2022/2024 to be in line
with the strategic objectives of the county government. Further, resources will be allocated towards
the actualization of incomplete core programmes in the CIDP 2018-2022.

There are risks to the implementation of the financial year 2022/2023 budget emanating from both
the domestic front and within the county. On the domestic scene, fiscal space will be narrowed
owing to underperformance of the economy and a significant portion of the national income being
used to servicing external debts. Therefore we expect cash flow fluctuations as Exchequer releases
will be affected. Equitable share of revenue from the National Government is the main source of
income to the county (about 95 percent of total revenues). In the local front, risks will emanate
from procurement challenges and under collection of own source revenue. The county government
will monitor and mitigate these risks through expenditure rationalization by curtailing non-core

expenditures and strengthening revenue mobilization.

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LEGAL BASIS FOR THE PREPARATION OF THE COUNTY BUDGET
REVIEW AND OUTLOOK PAPER

Section 118 of the Public Finance Management Act, 2012 states that:-

1.The County Treasury shall prepare and submit to the County Executive Committee for approval,

by 30th September in each financial year, a County Budget Review and Outlook Paper which shall

include :-

a) Actual fiscal performance in the previous financial year compared to budget appropriation
for that year;

b) Updated economic and financial forecasts with sufficient information to show changes from
the forecasts in the most recent County Fiscal Strategy Paper

c) Information on how actual financial performance for the previous financial year may have
affected compliance with fiscal financial responsibility principles or the financial objectives
in the latest County Fiscal Strategy Paper;

d) The reasons for any deviation from the financial objectives together with proposals to address
the deviation and the time estimated to do so.

2. County Executive Committee shall consider the County Budget Review and Outlook Paper with

a view to approving it with or without amendments, not later than fourteen days after its

submission.

3. Not later than seven days after the County Budget Review and Outlook Paper has been approved

by the Executive Committee, the County Treasury shall:-
a) arrange for the Paper to be laid before the County Assembly

b) as soon as practicable after having done so, publish and publicize the Paper
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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
This 2022 CBROP has been prepared in accordance with the provisions of Section 118 of the PFM

Act, 2012. The paper provides a review of the county government’s fiscal performance in FY
2021/2022 including compliance to the fiscal responsibility principles and the financial objectives
set in the PFM Act 2012. It also gives updates on the macroeconomic environment and outlook
for FY 2022/2023 and provisional sector ceilings projections.

This paper is prepared against a backdrop of contracted growth of the Kenyan economy owing to
the negative impact of the war in Ukraine. The economy is vulnerable to the commodity price
shocks resulting from the Ukrainian war, particularly through fuel, fertilizer, wheat and other food
imports. This coupled with the tightening of global financing conditions and adverse weather
conditions impacting on food production have led to a worsening economic situation. Kenya
recorded an economic growth of 7.5 percent in 2021 due to increased economic recovery efforts
from the COVID-19 pandemic but is projected to decline to 5.5 percent in 2022.

The FY 20121/2022 budget had actual revenues from all sources of Ksh10, 199,380,730 against
a target of Ksh 12,765,640,172 .This was about 79.98 percent of the total expected revenues.
Equitable share of revenues amounted to Ksh 7, 604,338,674 . County own source revenue
collected was Kshs 302 Million against a set target of Kshs 438 Million which implies 69.1
percent performance. This was an improvement compared to previous financial year 2020/2021
where revenue collected was Kshs 250 Million against a target of Kshs 365Million implying 68.4
percent performance.Conditional grants received amounted to Kshs 438.9 Million against a
budgeted figure of Ksh. 1.433 Billion. On the expenditure side, a total of Ksh 10.02 billion was
spent representing an absorption capacity of 78.5 percent of the total approved budget of Kshs
12.77 Billion. This is a slight decline compared to the previous financial FY2020/2021 where the
absorption rate was 79.98 percent .In the financial year 2020/2021 the county government spent
Kshs 9,745,959,346 against a budget of Kshs 12,257,078,742. The County Government achieved
absorption rates in recurrent and development expenditures of 97.3 percent and 55.6 percent
respectively. The absorption rate for development expenditure was a decline from the previous
financial year where the county spent Ksh 3,643,888,027 against a budget of 5,938,369,663
implying 61.36 percent performance.
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CHAPTER ONE: INTRODUCTION

1.0 Objective of the County Budget Review and Outlook Paper (CBROP) 2022
1. The purpose of preparing this 2022 CBROP is to highlight the actual county fiscal performance

of the previous financial year 2021/2022 and how this impacts on the financial objectives
contained in the latest County Fiscal Strategy Paper 2022. It will further provide an insight into
how the 2021/2022 budget implementation affected the fiscal responsibility principles laid down
in section 107 of the Public Finance Management Act, 2012.

2. The review of the actual fiscal performance of the previous financial year 2021/2022 coupled
with the updated macroeconomic outlook and fiscal projections contained in this 2022 CBROP
will give the basis for preparation of the supplementary estimates for FY 2019/2020 and the focus
for FY 2020/2021 budget.

3. The strategic priorities and development objectives contained in our latest FY 2023/2024
County Annual Development Plan (CADP) have been re-emphasized in this 2022 CBROP for
implementation in the FY 2023/2024 budget and the medium term. Our core agenda of
transforming Kwale in key sectors of health, water services, roads, education, agricultural
transformation and economic development has informed the provisional ceilings given in this

document.

4. This 2022 CBROP is organized as follows: Chapter I introduces the paper. Chapter Il provides
a review of the fiscal performance and its implications on the financial objectives given in the 2022
CFSP and the PFMA fiscal responsibility principles. Recent economic developments and
macroeconomic policies and outlook are given in chapter Il1l. This is followed by proposed
resource allocation framework, fiscal projections and sector ceilings in chapter IV and chapter V

concludes the paper.
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CHAPTER TWO: REVIEW OF COUNTY FISCAL PERFORMANCE
FY2021/2022

2.1 Overview
5. This chapter provides information on the County’s fiscal performance for the period ending 30™"

June 2022. It further gives details on the county revenue performance and expenditures in the
implementation of the budget for the financial year 2021/2022.

6. The revised final budget for Kwale County Government for the financial year 2021/2022 was
Kshs. 12,765,640,172. This was broken down into Kshs. 6,986,724,489 (54.7percent) for
recurrent purposes and Kshs. 5,778,915,683 (45.3 percent), for development expenditure. Under
the recurrent expenditure, personnel emoluments was Ksh 3,296,569,119 accounting for 31.0
percent of the total budget while operations and maintenance was Ksh 3,690,155,370 about 36.9

percent.

7. During the period under review fiscal performance was satisfactorily good, although there were
shortcomings in revenue collection especially in the first two quarters mainly caused by delays in
the disbursement of funds from the National Exchequer. Regardless of the challenges, the County
Government received Ksh 10.2 Billion, out of which Ksh 7.6 Billion was equitable share, Kshs
438 Million was conditional grants and Ksh 302 Million from own source revenue. This was a
15.7 percent decline compared to Ksh 11.8 Billion received in the financial year 2020/2021. For
own source(local) revenue the County Government collected Ksh 302 Million in FY 2021/2022
implying an increment of 21.2 percent of the amount of Ksh. 250 Million collected in the FY
2021/2022.

8. On the expenditure, the county government spent Kshs 10,016,730,015 against a budget of
Kshs 12,765,640,172. This implies that the county government had an absorption rate of 78.47
percent. In development, Kshs 3,215,653,046 was spent against a budget of Kshs 5,778,915,683
implying 55.6 percent absorption while for recurrent expenditures the county government spent
Kshs 6,801,076,969 against a budget of Kshs 6,986,724,489which is 97.3 percent absorption.

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2.2 Revenue Performance
9. During the period under review the economy experienced prices shocks in commodities such

as fuel, electricity and foodstuffs as direct effect of the war in Ukraine. This coupled with
tightening global financing conditions and vagaries of weather worsened the economic decline. A
big chunk of the National revenues (GDP) almost 60 percent went to servicing of external debts.
The domestic economy registered a decreased growth rate from 7.7 percent in 2021 to about 5.5
percent in early 2022.This affected funds flow to the counties.

10. Despite the foregoing developments, the County received Kshs 7,604,338,674 as its fair part
of the funds raised nationally, Kshs 302,688,593 from its own sources and Kshs 438,985,604 as
total conditional grants. Additionally Kshs 1,853,367,959 was brought forward from the previous
financial year 2020/2021. In contrast to the projected Kshs.12.8 billion, the total funds available
for budget implementation throughout the full period under review came to Kshs. 10.2 billion.

11. The total transfers to the County in FY2021/2022 including equitable share, own source
revenue and conditional grants accounted for 85 percent of the total allocations as stated in the
final revised budget. This shows a decline in total funds received compared to FY 2020/2021. In
2020/2021, the county government received 96.6 percent of the total revenues, 92.6 percent of
its equitable share, 30.63 percent of the budgeted conditional grants, and collected 68.4 percent of

the targeted own source revenue.

12. Compared to the revenue performance in the previous financial year 2020/2021, there is a
slight decline in equitable share received. In financial year 2020/2021, the County received Kshs
7,785,900,000 as equitable share of the revenue raised nationally, which dropped to Ksh
7,604,338,674 in FY 2021/2022 implying a decline of about 2.3 percent. Conditional grants
performance had challenges showing a significant decline from Kshs 1,008,134,926 received in FY
2020/2021 to Ksh 438,985,604 thus an underperformance of almost 45 percent. In FY 2020/2021,
75.15 percent of the grants were received while in FY 2021/2022 the county received only 30.6
percent of the targeted grants of Ksh 1,433,064,675. Performance of the own source revenue
collection improved from Kshs. 250,090,346 collected in FY 2020/2021 to Ksh from Kshs

302,688,593 implying an increment of about 21 percent.

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13. Trends in Actual Funds received from 2013/2014 to 2021/2022 show a steady increase in
revenue allocation to the county from Ksh 3.4 Billion in 2013/2014 to about Ksh 10.2 Billion. The
highest amount of funds were received in FY 2020/2021 about Ksh 11.78 Billion. The drop in
funds received between FY 2020/2021 and 2021/2022 was due non- receipt of most of the
conditional grants. Figure 1 shows the trends in actual funds received.

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2.2.1 Details on Performance of Revenue by Category
2.2.1.1 Performance of Equitable Share

14. The County recorded a slight decline in the actual transfers from the National Government
allocation of the equitable share. During the period under review Kshs. 7.6 Billion was received
compared to Kshs. 8.26 Billion received in the previous period FY2020/2021. Further the trend in
receipt of the funds affected the county government’s cash flow. Most of the funds percent were
received during the last quarter of the financial year and a balance of Ksh 661,246,846 was
received after the expiry of the financial year. Delays and late disbursement of funds from the
National Exchequer continue to be a great challenge in the implementation of programmes and
projects.

15. From the table above, 16.5 percent of the funds was disbursed during the first quarter, the
second, and the third quarter consecutively. The County received a bigger percentage (42.5
percent) of its equitable allocation in the fourth quarter. 8. 1 percent of the allocation was received
after the closure of the financial period FY2021/2022. This explains the slow pace in absorption
capacities for development funds recorded in the same period.
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2.2.1.2 Performance of Conditional Grants

16. According to Table 2-1, Total Conditional Grants received amounted to Ksh 438,985,604
against the target of Ksh 1,433,064,675 in the revised budget for FY2021/2022. This represented
30.6 percent of the total amount of conditional grants anticipated. Compared to previous financial
year 2020/2021, the disbursement of grants for FY 2021/2022 reflected a decline. In FY 2020/2021
the county received Kshs 1,008,134,926 against the budgeted amount of Ksh 1,341,502,374
representing 75.15 percent. The reason for the dismal performance was due to some grants were
not funded at all and those that were funded were not 100 percent funded. In contrast to the
previous year, when the Kenya Devolution Support Program (KDSP) Grant was overfunded by
132.2 percent, during the review period, the same grant was not funded.

2.2.1.3 Performance of Own Source Revenue

17. The County Government realized an Own Source Revenue (OSR) collection of Kshs. 302.7
Million during the review period against an annual target of Kshs. 438 Million. This reflects a
performance of about 68.9 percent. This shows a slight improvement compared to previous
financial year 2020/2021 where the county government collected Ksh 250.1Million against a
target of Ksh 365 Million implying 68.4 percent performance. Collection efforts have been

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revamped with the enactment of the Finance Bill, more revenue raising measures introduced and

implementation of the revenue management system.

18. Historical trends of own source revenue collection shows remarkable improvement between

financial year 2017/2018 and 2018/2019 but dropped in the years to come reflecting the negative

effects of COVID-19 from financial year 2019/2020 when the first cases were reported in March

2020. The third quarter of the financial year is the peak period where maximum collection normally

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ANALYSIS OF OWN SOURCE REVENUE, 2018-2022

2.3 Expenditure Performance and Analysis by Economic Classification
19. During the period under review, total expenditure amounted to Kshs.10.02 Billion against a

revised target of Kshs.12.77 Billion. This translates to an absorption rate of 78.47 percent and an

under performance of Kshs.2.75 Billion (21.52%).This under performance is attributed by low
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absorption rates in both recurrent and development expenditures by the various county government

departments.

20. Recurrent expenditure amounted to Kshs.6.8 Billion (including payments of commitments
from previous financial year) against a revised target of Kshs.6.99 Billion. This represents a 97.2
percent absorption. Absorption on salaries and operations and maintenance were 94.4 percent and

100 percent respectively.

21. Development expenditure during the same period recorded an absorption rate of 55.6 percent.

The actual expenditure on development was Kshs 3.22 Billion against the budget of Kshs 5.78
Billion. The underperformance was due to the delayed transfers from the National Government

and delayed tendering processes.

2.3.1 Departmental Expenditure Performance
22. During the period under review, highest expenditures were recorded in the departments of

Medical and Public Health Services at 31.1 percent of the total expenditure, Education at 14.5
percent, and Finance and Economic Planning at 12.3 percent. Departments that recorded lower
expenditures were the Kwale and Diani municipalities at 0.02 and 0.3 percent respectively as well

as the county public service board that contributed to the total expenditure by 0.4 percent.
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23. However, in terms of absorption capacity, the department of Finance and Economic Planning
recorded the highest at 97.8 percent, followed by the Diani municipality with 95.6 percent and
Public Service and Administration recording 95.0 percent absorption. Departments that recorded
the lowest absorption rates were the Kwale municipality, Water and Agriculture, Livestock and

Fisheries at 6.5percent, 52.4 percent and 65.2 percent respectively.

2.3.2 Departmental Recurrent Expenditure Performance
24, Recurrent expenditure amounted to Kshs.6.8 Billion (including payments of commitments

from previous financial year) against a revised target of Kshs.6.99 Billion. This represents an
absorption rate of 97.3 percent against the target down from the 97.47 percent expenditure in the
previous year. This as well indicates an underperformance of 257.4 Million as a result of low

performance in own source revenue.
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25. During this period, highest expenditures were recorded in the departments of Medical and

Public Health Services accounting for 36.6 percent of the total expenditure, Finance and Economic

Planning at 17.9 percent and Education at 15.0 percent. On the contrary, Kwale and Diani

municipalities, County Public Service Board and department of Tourism and ICT took the least

share of recurrent expenditure recording 0.03, 0.04, 0.6 and 0.8 percent respectively.

26. From the table above, highest absorption capacities were recorded in the departments of

Finance and Education both at 99.5%), Social services (99.4%) and water (99.2%). On the other

hand, Diani Municipality and County public service board spent the least with absorption rates of

71.1 and 83.7 percent respectively.
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2.3.3 Personnel Emoluments Expenditure Performance
27. Section 107 of the Public Finance Management Act, 2012 on fiscal responsibility principles

read together with section 25 of the Public Finance Management Regulations 2015 states that the

County Government’s expenditure on wages and benefits for its public officers shall not exceed

thirty-five (35) percent of the County Government’s total revenue. During the period under review,

the County Government of Kwale spent a total of Kshs.3.23 Billion on personnel emoluments

against a revised annual target of Kshs.3.3 Billion. This represented a 97.9 percent absorption.

28. The department of Medical and Public Health Services accounted for 53.7 percent of the total

expenditure on personnel emoluments owing to its large staff establishment. Other departments

with bigger expenditures on personnel emoluments were Education at 16.1 percent and Finance

and economic planning at 8.7 percent. Departments that recorded lowest expenditures on personnel

emoluments were the county public service board and tourism and ICT at 0.7 percent and

environment and natural resources at 0.9 percent.

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29. In terms of absorption capacities, the departments of Education, Executive Services, Finance
and Economic Planning and Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries posted the highest absorption
rates during the review period. The department of education and Executive Services had 100
percent absorption rates while both Finance and Economic Planning and Agriculture, livestock
and fisheries had absorption rates at 99.9 and 99.6 percent respectively. Departments of the County
Public Service Board and county assembly posted the lowest absorption capacities at 84.6 and 46.7

percent respectively as well.

2.3.4 Operations and Maintenance Expenditure Performance
30. The actual expenditure on the said period was Ksh 3.5 Billion against the revised budget of

Ksh 3.69 Billion, reflecting a 94.9 percent absorption rate. Operations and maintenance (O & M)
constitute part of the recurrent expenditure and therefore, out of the targeted 6.99 Billion for
revised recurrent expenditure, the planned O&M Ksh 3.69 Billion represented 52.8 percent .From
the actual recurrent expenditure of 6.8 Billion O&M represents 53.4 percent actual performance.

31. The departments that accounted for higher expenditures on operations and maintenance were

Finance and economic planning (26.1%), Medical and Public Health Services at (20.7%) and
county assembly (15.9%). The high performance rate on department of Finance and economic
planning was because of expenditures on medical insurance of 380.4 Million and for department
of health high expenditure was attributed to purchase of drugs at 199.9 Million. Departments that
recorded low performance on O&M were Tourism and ICT, CPSB and Agriculture, Livestock and
Fisheries all at 0.9%, 0.6% and 1.1 % respectively.

2.4 Development Expenditure Performance

32. During the review period, FY2021/2022 County Government of Kwale allocated Kshs.5.78
Billion on development expenditure (including payments on commitments from previous
financial year), representing 45.2 percent of the total revised estimates of Ksh 12.75 Billion. The
total expenditure on development programmes amounted to Kshs.3.22 Billion against the

allocation of Ksh 5.78 Billion. This represented an absorption capacity of 55.7 percent.

33. The departments of Roads and Public Works, Water Services, Education and Health
cumulatively accounted for 66.9 percent of the total development expenditure, each at 13.0
percent, 20.7 percent and 13.5 percent and 19.5 percent respectively. On the other hand, the
departments of Finance and Economic Planning, County Executive Services and Diani
Municipality posted a low performance rate each at 0.5 percent, 0.4 percent and 0.7 percent

respectively.

34. Highest absorption capacities were posted in the departments of social services (84.3%),

Diani municipality (99.9%), PSA (97.8%) and tourism (93.2%) respectively. Departments of

Finance and Economic Planning, Executive, Agriculture Livestock & Fisheries and Water

recorded the least absorption out of their allocations.

2.5 Overall Balance and Financing

35. Based on the expenditure performance presented in this report and the reduced revenues due

to shortfalls in OSR collection and delays in the transfer of funds by the National Government, the

overall fiscal balance amounted to Kshs. 182.7Million over the review period. This amount will

be captured in the first supplementary budget FY2022/2023 to implement the intended

programmes and projects in the same period.

2.6 Fiscal Performance for the FY2021/2022 in Relation to Financial Objectives
36.The fiscal performance in the FY2021/2022 will affect the financial objectives as set out in the

PFM Act, 2021 and outlined in the 2022 CFSP and the budget for FY2021/2022 in a number of

ways: -

37. The baseline ceilings for spending departments will be adjusted to factor in the revised resource
envelope and the non-implemented programmes and projects under the updated macroeconomic

framework.

38. The under- spending in both recurrent and development budget for the FY2021/2022 has
implications on the base used to project expenditures in the FY2022/2023 and the medium term.
Appropriate revisions have been undertaken in the context of this CBROP taking into account the

budget outturn for the review period.
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39. As highlighted above, the reasons for the deviations from the financial objectives include:
shortfalls in OSR collection and delays in the transfer of funds by the National Government to the
CRF. This has adverse impact on the implementation of both recurrent and development
programmes. To remedy these deviations, the fiscal outlook will focus on strengthening own
source revenue collection by fast-tracking the approval of the Kwale County Government revenue

raising measures and enhancing procurement planning.

2.7 Compliance with Fiscal Responsibility Principles

2.7.1 Development Expenditure
40. In managing the County Government’s finances, the Public Finance Management Act, 2012

Section 107(b) requires that over the medium term, a minimum of 30 percent of each County
Government’s budget shall be allocated to development expenditure. In complying with this legal
requirement, the County Government of Kwale in the FY 2021/2022 allocated 32.1 percent of its
budget on its development budget
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2.7.2 Recurrent Expenditure
41. The PFM Act 2012 also in relation to expenditures on recurrent budget stipulates that the total

expenditure on recurrent budget should not exceed the county’s total revenue. During the period
under review the actual recurrent expenditure was at 6.8 Billion while the total actual revenue was

10.2 Billion. In summary this report is prepared within the expected legal framework.

2.7.3 Personnel Emoluments
42. Regulation 25(1) (b) of the PFM (County Governments) Regulations, 2015, requires that the

county government’s expenditure on wages and benefits for its public officers shall not exceed
thirty-five (35) percent of the county government’s total revenue. Again the County Government
of Kwale kept the wage bill below the legal threshold by allocating 30.9 percent on personnel

emoluments.

2.7.4 Own Source Revenue
43. In line with the provisions of Section 107 (2g) of the PFM Act, 2021 A reasonable degree of

predictability with respect to the level of local revenue bases shall be maintained, taking into

account any reforms and measures put in place to enhance post — COVID economic recovery.
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CHAPTER THREE: RECENT ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENTS AND
OUTLOOK

3.1 Recent Economic Developments

3.1.1 Global and Regional Economic Performance
44. The global economy has seen a slowdown owing to the impact of the ongoing Russia-Ukraine

conflict, effects of COVID-19 containment measures in China; higher-than-expected inflation
worldwide triggered by higher global oil and food prices and the impact of the global monetary
policy that has created tighter financial conditions. As a result, the IMF global growth is projected
to slow down to 3.2 percent in 2022 from 6.1 percent in 2021 (WEO July 2022).

45. Advanced economies are projected to slow down to 2.5 percent in 2022 from 5.2 percent in
2021 reflecting weaker-than-expected growth in the United States and the Euro area. Growth in
the United States slowed down due to significantly less momentum in private consumption while
the slowdown in growth in the euro area reflected spillovers from the war in Ukraine as well as
the assumption of tighter financial conditions. For emerging market and developing economies,
growth is also projected to slow down to 3.6 percent in 2022 from 6.8 percent in 2021 reflecting

mainly the sharp slowdown of China’s economy and the moderation in India’s economic growth.

46. In sub-Saharan Africa region, growth is projected to slow down by 3.8 percent in 2022 from
a growth of 4.6 percent in 2021. The slowdown is as a result of domestic price pressures, partly
induced by supply disruptions owing to the war in Ukraine reducing food affordability, and real

incomes as well as surging fuel prices across the region

3.1.2 Kenya’s GDP Growth
47. The Kenyan economy demonstrated remarkable resilience and recovery to the COVID-19

shock due to the diversified nature of the economy and the proactive measures by the Government
to support businesses. The economy expanded by 7.5 percent in 2021, a much stronger level from
a contraction of 0.3 percent in 2020 (Figure 3). This economic recovery was mainly supported by
the recovery in the service and industry sectors despite the subdued performance in the agricultural

sector.

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48. In the first quarter of 2022, the economy expanded further by a remarkable 6.8 percent
compared with a growth of 2.7 percent in a similar quarter in 2021. The strong performance was
supported by continued recovery in manufacturing, transport and storage, accommodation and
food services, wholesale and retail trade, Professional, administration and support services and

financial and insurance.

49. Activities in agriculture, forestry and fishing sector remained subdued in the first quarter of
2022 mainly attributed to depressed rainfall during the fourth quarter of 2021 as well as delayed
onset of rains during the first quarter of 2022, thereby leading to reduced agricultural production.
The sector is estimated to have contracted by 0.7 percent in the first quarter of 2022 compared to
0.4 percent growth in the first quarter of 2021. The poor performance of the sector was mainly due
to the significant decline in horticultural exports and tea production. The sector’s performance was
however cushioned from a steeper slump by the increase in production of cane, milk, and coffee.
The sector’s contribution to GDP growth was-0.1 percentage points in the first quarter of 2022

compared to 0.1 percentage points contribution in the same quarter in 2021.
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3.1.3 National Sectoral GDP Performance
50. The performance of the industry sector improved to a growth of 4.4 percent in first quarter of

2022 compared to a growth of 3.9 percent in the same quarter in 2021. This was mainly on account
of improved performance of the manufacturing activities despite a slowdown in the electricity and
water supply and construction sub-sectors. The industry sector accounted for 0.7 percentage points
of growth in the first quarter of 2022 compared to 0.6 percentage point contribution to GDP in the
first quarter of 2021 (Figure 4).

51. Activities in the manufacturing sub-sector were more vibrant in the first quarter of 2022
compared to the same quarter in 2021. The sub-sector grew by 3.7 percent in the first quarter of
2022 compared to a 2.1 percent growth in 2021. The improved performance was supported by both
the food and non-food components. The food component that registered substantial growth was
processing of coffee while the non-food component growth was supported by substantial growth

in cement production.

52. Electricity and Water Supply sector slowed down to a growth of 1.9 percent in the first quarter
of 2022 compared to a growth of 3.6 percent in the corresponding quarter of 2021. The sector’s
growth was slowed by a decline in hydroelectricity generated, owing to insufficient rains during
the first quarter of 2022. Similarly, electricity generated from geothermal also declined during the
period. Although electricity generated from thermal recorded a significant increase, it had

detrimental effect on the gross value addition due to high cost of inputs in the generation process.

53. The construction sub-sector performance slightly declined to grow by 6.4 percent in the first
quarter of 2022 compared to a 6.8 percent growth during the same period in 2021. The growth was
mainly supported by the increase in cement and various construction materials such as bitumen

and iron and steel consumption.

54. The recovery of activities in the services sector continued in the first quarter of 2022. The
sector grew by 9.1 percent in the first quarter of 2022 compared to a growth of 3.2 percent in the
|
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same quarter in 2021. The strong growth was largely characterized by significant recovery in
transportation and Storage (8.1 percent), accommodation and food services (56.2 percent) and
Professional, Administrative and Support Services (14.9 percent). The sector was also supported
by strong growths financial and insurance services (14.4 percent), and wholesale and retail trade
(8.7 percent). The services sector contributed 5.1 percentage point to real GDP growth in the first
quarter of 2022 compared to the 1.8 percentage point contribution in the same quarter in 2021

3.1.4 Macroeconomic Indicators

3.14.1 Inflation Rate

55. The year-on-year inflation rate increased to 8.5 percent in August 2022 (above the 7.5 percent
upper bound) from 6.6 percent in August 2021 mainly due to higher food and fuel prices. This
increase was moderated by Government measures to stabilize fuel prices, lowerelectricity tariffs and
subsidies on fertilizer prices. Additionally, the waiver of import duties and levies on white maize
and the reduction in VAT on LPG will further moderate domestic prices.Overall annual average

inflation remained within Government target range at 6.6 percent in August 2022 compared to the

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5.7 percent recorded in August 2021.

3.1.42  Kenya Shilling Exchange Rate

56. The foreign exchange market has largely remained stable despite the tight global financial

conditions and the high demand for the US Dollar in the international market. The Kenya Shilling
to the US Dollar exchanged at Ksh 119.4 in August 2022 compared to Ksh 109.2 in August 2021.
Over the same period, the Kenyan Shilling strengthened against other major international
currencies. The Euro exchanged at Ksh 121.0 in August 2022 compared to Ksh. 128.6 in August
2021 while the Sterling Pound exchanged at Ksh 143.5 compared to Ksh 150.90ver the same period (Figure

5).

3.1.4.3 Interest Rates

57. Short-term interest rates remained fairly low and stable supported by ample liquidity in the
money market. The Central Bank Rate was raised from 7.0 percent to 7.5 percent on 30th May
2022. The tightening of the monetary policy stance was to anchor inflation expectations due to the
elevated risks to the inflation outlook as a result of increased global commodity pricesand supply
chain disruptions. The interbank rate increased to 5.4 percent in August 2022 compared 3.1 percent

in August 2021 (Figure 7).

58. Interest rates on the Treasury bills remained relatively low (below 10 percent) in August 2022.

The 91-day Treasury Bills rate was at 8.6 percent in August 2022 compared to 6.6 percentin August
2021. Over the same period, the 182-day Treasury Bills rate increased to 9.5 percentfrom 7.1

percent while the 364-day also increased to 9.9 percent from 7.4 percent.

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59. Commercial banks’ lending rates remained relatively stable in July 2022 supported by the

prevailing monetary policy stance during the period and liquidity conditions in the market. The
average lending rate was at 12.3 percent in July 2022 from 12.1 percent in July 2021 while the
average deposit rate increased to 6.7 percent from 6.3 percent over the same period.

Consequently, the average interest rate spread declined to 5.6 percent in July 2022 compared to

5.8 percent in July 2021(Figure 8).

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3.144  Money and Credit

60. Broad money supply, M3, improved to a growth of 7.6 percent in the year to July 2022
compared to a growth of 6.9 percent in the year to July 2021. The pickup was mainlydue to an
increase in domestic credit particularly net lending to the private sector despite the decline in the
Net Foreign Assets (NFA).Net Foreign Assets (NFA) of the banking system in the year to July
2022 contracted by46.8 percent, compared to a contraction of 10.7 percent in the year to July 2021.
The decline inNFA was partly due to the Central Bank payments of Government external
obligations, and increased banks’ borrowings from foreign sources and reduction in foreign deposit

assets to support lending to customers.

61. Net Domestic Assets (NDA) registered a growth of 19.5 percent in the year to July 2022,an
improvement compared to a growth of 11.7 percent over a similar period in 2021. The growthin
NDA was supported by net lending to Government, and resilient growth in credit to the private
sector as business activities improved. Other public sector lending improved to a growthof 0.1
percent in the year to July 2022 from a contraction of 6.5 percent in a similar period in 2021,

mainly reflecting borrowings by county governments and parastatals.

3.145 Private Sector Credit

62. Private sector credit improved to a growth of 14.2 percent in the 12 months to July 2022
compared to a growth of 6.1 percent in the year to July 2021. All economic sectors registered
positive growth rates reflecting improved demand as economic activities picked up.Strong credit
growth was observed in the following sectors: transport and communication, business services,
manufacturing, trade, building and construction and agriculture. The CreditGuarantee Scheme for
the vulnerable Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSMES), continues to de-risk lending by

commercial banks hence remains critical to increasing credit flow to the private sector.

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3.2 Kwale County GCP and Economic Performance

3.2.1 County’s Contribution to Gross Value Added (GVA) (%)
63. As at 2020, the results from the KNBS 2020 GCP Report shows that Kwale County contributed 1.2

percent of total economy’s GVA of the Country, that is, the County’s share to the National GDP,
putting Kwale as the 3™ largest economy in the Kenya coastal counties after Mombasa and Kilifi. (Table
15).

64. Kwale County contributed an estimated amount Kshs 119.67 Million as the Gross County Product
(GCP) in Current Prices, as at 2020, as compared to Ksh 54.2, Millions during the inception of
devolution in 2013, translating to a sharp increase of 121 percent .In the previous years of 2019 and
2018, the county contributed an estimated of Ksh 108.66 Million and Ksh 100.08 Million respectively
showing a growth of 10.13% in 2020 and 8.57% in 2019 (Table 15)

65. The three key top economic sectors that contributed largely to the county’s economy in 2020

were: Agriculture, Forestry and Fishing, Mining and quarrying and Transport and storage each
injecting Kshs 42.2 Million, Kshs 12.25 Million, Kshs 10.12 Million, respectively. The lion share
in the agricultural sector is majorly attributed to the main livelihood zones in the county being:

Livestock farming, mixed farming and fishing, whereas the growth seen in the year 2020 can be

pointed towards the mega world bank programmes of NARGIP and ADSP targeting to empower

and train farmers in the sector. While in the Mining and Quarrying Sector, the share is primarily

attributed to titanium mining, by the Base Titanium Company in Msambweni Sub-County.

3.3 Medium Term Economic Outlook

3.3.1 External Economic Outlook
66. The global economic outlook remains highly uncertain with growth projected to moderate to

2.9 percent in 2023 from 3.2 percent in 2022 largely reflecting a slowdown in advanced economies
despite a gradual pick up in the emerging market and developing economies. Advanced economies
are projected to slow down by 1.0 percent in 2023 from 2.3 percent in 2022 mainly due to a
slowdown in growth in the United States and the Euro area. Growth in the United States is
projected to slow down due to the expected impact of a steeper tightening in monetary policy.
Growth in the euro area is expected to be adversely affected by the spill overs from the war in

Ukraine as well as the assumption of tighter financial conditions.

67. The emerging market and developing economies are projected to pick up to a growth of 3.9
percent in 2023 from a growth of 3.6 percent in 2022 albeit with varying performance across
countries. The emerging and developing Asia is projected to pick up as a result of a more robust
recovery in china despite a slowdown in India, while growth in the Latin America and the

Caribbean and the Middle East and Central Asia are expected to slow down.

|
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68. The Sub-Saharan African region is projected to pick up to a growth of 4.0 percent in 2023
from 3.8 percent in 2022 with the East and Southern African sub-region showing a sustained
recovery from the recession. The DRC and Zambia are expected to benefit from rising metal prices

in the short-and medium term and gain from the transition away from fossil fuels in the long term.

3.3.2 Domestic Economic Growth Outlook
69. Domestically, leading indicators of economic activity show continued strong performance in

the second quarter of 2022, supported by strong activity in transport and storage, wholesale and
retail trade, construction, information and communication, and accommodation and food services.
As such, the economy is expected to remain robust at 5.5 percent in 2022, with continued strong
performance of the services sector despite the downside risks to global growth.

70. Growth is expected to remain resilient growing by 5.8 percent in FY 2022/23 and averaging
6.2 percent over the medium term. This will be supported by a broad-based private sector growth,
including recoveries in agriculture while the public sector consolidates. This outlook will be
reinforced by the ongoing implementation of the strategic priorities of the Government under the
“Big Four” Agenda and the Economic Recovery Strategy. Additionally, the Government is
implementing the third phase of the Economic Stimulus Programs that target strategic
interventions in agriculture, health, education, drought response, policy, infrastructure, financial
inclusion, energy, and environmental conservation. The economic growth projections over the
medium term are aligned to those of the Third Medium Term Plan (2018-2022) of the Vision 2030.

3.4 Monetary Policy Outlook

71. The main objective of monetary policy, over the medium term will be to maintain price
stability. Overall inflation is expected to moderate to 6.0 percent in FY 2022/23 and remain within
the target range of 5+2.5 percent as international commodity prices, particularly oil, wheat and
edible oils, have begun to moderate. Additionally, the waiver of import duties and levies on white

maize and the reduction in VAT on LPG will further moderate domestic prices.
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72. The foreign exchange market is expected to remain stable supported by, resilient export
receipts, buoyant remittances, and a gradual pick up in receipts from services exports. The
continued coordination of monetary and fiscal policies is expected to sustain macroeconomic

stability and support economic activity.

3.5 Fiscal Policy Outlook

73. Fiscal policy over the medium-term aims at enhancing revenue mobilization, expenditure
rationalization and strengthening management of public debt to minimize cost and risks of the
portfolio, while accessing external concessional funding to finance development projects. Thisis
geared towards economic recovery to support sustained, rapid and inclusive economic growth,
safeguard livelihoods and continue the fiscal consolidation programme to create fiscalspace for
the implementation of the “Big Four” Agenda.

3.6 Kwale County Economic Outlook
74. In the first quarter of 2022, the county economy seems to be improving, supported by strong

activity in tourism sector- accommodation and food services, Roads Constructions wholesale and
retail trade. As such, the economy is expected to take an upward trajectory in 2022, with continued

strong performance of the services sector despite the downside risks to global growth.

75. There are three National Government projects in the county which will spur growth of the
County’s economy. These include:-Dongo Kundu project which passes to our neighbouring county
of Mombasa, aimed at improving movement of goods, people and services and also open up areas
for development; Shimoni Port development aimed at improving trade and also have a multiplier
effect in other sectors; Samburu-Kinango-Kwale road upgraded to bitumen standards will open up

areas for more development.

76. Economic growth in the county will also be spurred with the anticipated gazettement of the

Mineral Royalty Revenue Sharing Framework, which in compliance with Section 183 of the
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Mining Act, 2016 stipulates; “any holder of a mineral right shall pay royalty to the State in respect
of the various mineral classes won by virtue of the mineral right. Such royalties shall be distributed
at 70 percent to the National Government; 20 percent to the County Government; and 10 percent
to the Communities.” When the provision of this law is implemented, the county economy is
expected to grow following the direct injection of the royalties, by the Base Titanium Mining
Company to the County Treasury and the communities living within then mining region.

77. Following the official opening of Kwale Teachers Training College (TTC) in October, 2021,
the major development is expected to boost economic activities in the area as the number of
students increases, with more businesses expected to be set up to provide the needed services like:
micro, small and medium enterprises in supplies, housing, ICT, water supply services, food
restaurants, among others. The college, at Bang'a in Kinango sub-county, becomes the second-
largest teachers' training college in the Coast region after Shanzu TTC in Mombasa County and
allows young people in Kwale and beyond to continue their education after completing high
school.

78. Kwale is expected to host the largest maritime training college in the region that will attract
students from Kenya, Uganda and Tanzania. The East Africa Maritime College will be set up in
Waa, Matuga sub-county after the county government handed over land to national officials to

pave the way for construction.

79. Kwale County’s Education sector is further looking to a continued growth, after the recently
sworn in Governor H.E Fatuma Achani, promised the county citizens to increase the funding for
the “Elimu Ni Sasa bursary programme” to cater for the increasing number of needy students to
ensure they access to education. While taking the oath of office on August 25, 2022, the incoming
governor expressed commitment to increase the normal Sh400 million per year bursary fund. The
new Governor also promised to ensure all the planned incomplete programmes are implemented
among them the major flagship projects including the fruit processing plant in Shimbabhills and the
tarmacking of roads. This will open up the county's economy, create job opportunities, increase

local incomes, generate wealth and thus reduce poverty.
|
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80. The Medium Term Economic Outlook will be anchored on the third generation County
Integrated Development Plan (CIDP 111) set to be launched in April 2023.The CIDP 111 2023-2027
will be aligned to the Sustainable Development Goals SDGs, the 6" EAC Development Strategy,
Vision 2030, the Kenya Kwanza’s agenda (Bottom Up Economic Model) and the Governor’s
Manifesto .

3.7 Risks to the National & County Economic Outlook
81. There are down side risks to this macroeconomic outlook emanating from domestic as well as

external sources. On the domestic front, the emergence of new Omicron COVID-19 variants may
occasion restrictive measures. Other risks relate to lower agricultural output due to potential
adverse weather conditions. Additionally, increased public expenditure pressures, particularly

wage and other recurrent expenditures, would put a strain to the fiscal space.

82. On the external front, the key downside risks include: uncertainty about the global outlook,
reflecting adverse effects of the war in Ukraine, inflationary risks (from rising prices of food and
oil), continuing COVID-19 pandemic related disruptions, and supply chain constraints as well as
increased global financial markets volatility amid the tightening of monetary policy in advanced

economies.

83. The New Kenya Government is facing difficult policy trade-offs to secure economic recovery
and navigate existing macroeconomic challenges amidst diminishing fiscal space. Among the
fiscal measures to be implemented by the Government to minimize the adverse impact of these
emerging issues to the Kenyan economy include, among others:

(a)Availing Ksh 3.55 Billion, to subsidize 71,000 Mt (1.42 million x 50 kg bags) of fertilizer
from Kshs 6,500 to Kshs 3,500 for the next planting season in October 2022;

(b) Putting up policies and measures to reduce the administrative burden that stifles the growth of
the businesses.

(c) Reform of the National Health Insurance Fund (NHIF), the National Social Security Fund
(NSSF) and the urgent need to enhance the saving culture of Kenyans, to cut on foreign borrowings

and instead opt for more domestic borrowing.
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(d)Adopting the ‘Bottom up 3P (people, planet, profit)’ solutions. These are a set of specific

commitments towards conserving the environment and tackling climate change. These are (i)

Reducing of emissions 32 per cent by 2030 , (ii)Increasing forest cover by at least 10 per cent of

the land mass and (iii)Embracing climate change mitigation, adaptation and resilience practices

(e) Increased the minimum wage for low earners by 12 percent with effect from 1st May, 2022.

84. The macroeconomic outlook at the County may face the following risks:

Increasing wage bill due to continued recruitment of employees in public service at the
County will shrink the resources to be allocated for development. In the long-run this will
impede the objective of rapid socio-economic development

Delays in the release of funds from the National Treasury poses risk to the County
economic outlook. Delays often lead to late implementation of county programmes and
projects. As the public expenditure on projects is delayed, contractors, suppliers and
manufacturers are affected. This has the overall effect of reduced investments in the local
economy and especially the building and construction sectors and others

Adverse weather conditions resulting in drought may cause inflation in food items. In
severe cases this may cause starvation and hunger necessitating drought emergency
services. This also has a multiplier effect on the other sectors and the productivity of labour
and growth of the economy.

Lower revenue collection against the target at the National Level by the Kenya Revenue
Authority may impede growth of the equitable share of income for counties. While this is
the case, low local revenue collection may impact negatively in sustaining growth at the
county.

The county government remains cautious to the potential risks that may emanate from
adverse weather conditions, lower revenue collection than the targets, shocks in the
macroeconomic environment, insecurity, adverse weather conditions and the threats

caused by climate change which may dampen the performance of the economy.
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CHAPTER FOUR: RESOURCE ALLOCATION FRAMEWORK

4.1 Adjustment to the 2022/2023 budget

85. Based on the performance of the FY2021/2022 budget, feeble and uncertain revenue
performance and fluctuating economic outlook, the risks to the FY 2022/2023 budget are notable.
Expenditure pressures, especially recurrent spending with respect to salary demands as a result of
imminent recruitment of personnel in Health, Education, Agriculture and Finance departments will

pose a fiscal risk to the implementation of the current budget.

86. The absorption rates of the devolved funds in the various sectors of the county continues to be
a source of concern, especially with regard to the delayed disbursement of funds from the National
Government. The delayed release of funds may be attributed to the fiscal constraints with the
National Exchequer where a big chunk of the national income goes to servicing of external debts.
As a result, counties continue to face serious cash flow crunches which may threaten the daily

operations and accumulation of huge amounts of pending bills.

87. Adjustment to the FY 2022/2023 budget will take into account the actual performance of
expenditure so far and departmental absorption capacity in the remainder of the financial year.
This is done so as to avoid over- allocation of resources to departments with low absorption
capacity and/or to a non —priority expenditures. The County Government will continue with
rationalization of public spending on recurrent expenses to save on scarce resources and reallocate
them to development priorities. It will also ensure that there is optimum allocation of resources

and that there is prudent expenditure to utilize resources effectively and efficiently.

88. On the revenue side, the County treasury will strive to ensure maximum revenue collection

by curbing all loopholes and intensifying enforcement and compliance efforts. The ongoing
automation of the county revenue collection system, capacity building of the revenue collecting
officers and speedy enactment of the recent county revenue laws and finance bill 2019 will ensure

reduction in revenue losses.
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4.2 The Medium Term Expenditure Framework
89. This Medium Term Expenditure framework (MTEF) for FY 2022/23-2024/25 is being

prepared concurrently with the first supplementary budget FY 2022/2023. It is also prepared
immediately after submission of the county annual development plan (CADP 2023/2024) to the
County Assembly for review and approval. This is in line with the constitutional requirement that
the budgeting and expenditure should be based on planning. (Section 107(2), County Government
Act 2012).

90.The proposed priorities, strategies and interventions in this medium term framework will be
informed by the County Sectoral Plans and the third generation County Integrated Development
plan (CIDP 111 2023-2027), the Governor’s Manifesto, Fourth medium term plan (MTP 1V), the
of the Kenya Vision 2030 and the World Development Agenda 2030- Sustainable Development
goals (SDGs). More specifically, in the coming medium term the County Government will fast
track the implementation of the flagship projects in the county to guarantee rapid economic growth
and realization of the transformation agenda.

91. Major projects/ programs to be implemented in the medium term will include improvement of
delivery of services in the health sector to achieve universal health coverage. Other priorities will
be infrastructural development, including tarmacking of key roads, improvement of water supply
systems, establishment of industrial plants, rehabilitation/or construction of markets and
enhancement of county electrification. The major infrastructural projects include the tarmacking
of Kona Ya Musa —Mabokoni-Kona Masai road, Vinuni-Tiwi Sokoni road, Mkilo-Kalalani-
Mavirivirini road and the Mangwei-Majoreni road. The county will also embark on improvement
and construction of water supply systems such as completion of the Bang’a water project in Puma

ward.

4.3 FY2023/2024 Budget Framework
92. The FY 2023/2024 budget framework will be set against the background of the updated

medium-term macro-fiscal framework. Kenya’s real gross domestic product is projected to grow
by 5.5 percent in 2022, a significant decrease from the estimated 7.7 percent growth experienced
in 2021, according to the new World Bank Kenya Economic Update. While the medium-term

|
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growth outlook is stable, there are threats which may cause shocks to the economy arising from
increased inflation on commodity prices including fuel, electricity and food stuffs.

Food inflation may skyrocket due to the threat of drought and continued shortage of inputs in the
agricultural and manufacturing sectors. Further the subdued fiscal space could drag down growth

in the near-term.

4.3.1 Revenue Projections
93. The revenues for the fiscal year FY 2023/2024 will be forecasted using the actual revenue

performance figures for FY 2021/2022. More efforts have put to enhance revenue collection in the
county. These include roll out of the revenue management system for automation of the county
revenue collection , capacity building of the revenue collecting officers, recruitment of more
revenue officers , enactment of the county revenue laws such as liquor licensing, the Finance Act

2022. All these efforts are geared towards improving efficiency in own revenue collection.

94. The County Government in the financial year 2023/2024 anticipates revenues amounting to Ksh
8,640,585,516 from all sources excluding grants. The County Government targets to collect Ksh.
375,000,000 from its own revenue sources in the FY 2023/24, a growth of about 20 percent of
the targeted revenue in the current FY 2022/2023. The county equitable share from the National
Government is forecasted at Kshs.

95. The county total overall expenditure is expected to grow to Ksh. 8,640,585,516 in the period

FY2023/2024 compared to Ksh, 8,580,585,516 in the current FY 2022/2023 budget estimates.
This represents a 0.7 percent increment in expenditure.

96. Development expenditure ceilings are projected at Ksh. 2,623,900,565 in FY 2023/2024 up
from Ksh. 2,540,984,565 in the current financial year 2022/2023. This reflects a growth of about
3.3 percent. The development expenditure allocation will represent 30 percent of the anticipated
budgetary resources. This will be in line with the PFM Act 2012 fiscal responsibility principles.
Priority areas/departments earmarked to receive high allocations of the resources include Health
services, Roads and Public works and Water services.

97. Recurrent expenditures are expected to reduce to Ksh 6,010,684,951 from Ksh 6,039,600,951
in the current FY2022/2023. Expenditure ceilings on goods and services for the
sectors/departments are based on funding allocation in the FY 2022/23 budget. The ceilings will

further be reduced taking into account one off expenditures in the FY2022/23 budget.
98. Based on the above expenditure framework for FY2023/2024, the table below provides the

provisional projected baseline ceilings for the FY2023/2024 budget.

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CHAPTER FIVE: CONCLUSION AND NEXT STEPS

99. The preparation of this 2019 CBROP has given an insight on how budget implementation in
the FY 2021/2022 has impacted on the financial objectives contained in the 2022 County Fiscal
Strategy Paper. More specifically, lessons learnt are geared towards improvement in revenue
performance and curbing the bottlenecks which continue to impede development budget
implementation. The County Treasury has stressed on the need to closely monitor the
implementation of the current financial year (FY) 2022/2023 budget through analysing
expenditures against approved budget on a quarterly basis and providing timely financial advice
to County Government departments.

100. Based on the fiscal performance and the adjusted macroeconomic outlook, financial decisions
have been made on setting of the sector/departments expenditure ceilings. These ceilings have also
taken into account the priorities set out in the Annual Development Plan FY 2023/2024. The
provisional ceilings and the strategic priorities shall be firmed up in the upcoming February 2023

County Fiscal Strategy Paper.
